Westland Mayor Robert Thomas is

clsiming that statements he made

about former Councilman Kenneth
Mehl have been distorted in a televi-
sion commercial being aired in
Mehl's comeback bid.

But Meh] denies the claim and ir
sccuaing the mayor of trying to thwart
his campaign for a council seat, which
Mehl said he would use to challerw

" the city's apsnding practices.

The dispute shows that even in a
‘new election year, old enemies can

" nhake off the dust and resume their

The controversy comes on the eve
of Tuesday's election in which eight
candidates are competing for four
reats. Incumbentn Glenn Anderson,
Thomas Brown, David Cox and
Charlea Pickering sre in competition
with challengers Mehl, retired state
Rep. Justine Barns, Wayne-Westland
school board member Richard [.e-
Bianc, and seven. ume candidate Dor-
othy Smith.
