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Church celebrates its
past, rejoices in present

tled in the heart of down-
town Wayne is a church with
magnificent claim to fame.

It’s the First United Methodist
Church of Wayme, and it’s celebrat-
ing 175 years.

It started inl 1832 with onlya
handful of people.

“ITheymet in people’s houses,”
said longtime church member
Keith DeMolay of Westland.

Now it has about 250 members
who come from such communi-
ties as Wayne, Westland, Garden
City, Livonia, Canton, Redford,
Romulus and Inkster.

Located at 3 Town Square, in
an area tucked between east and
west Michigan Avenue, it was first
called the Union Church. It has
hag several building changes and
now is housed in what was the old
Wayne Bank.

A church has stood on the cur-
rent site sinee 1862, and the con-
gregation traces its roots back to
1832, when Andrew Jackson was
the country’s president.

Tt was five years betore Michigan
became a state and 29 years before
the Civil War started. It was just
56 years after the Declaration of
Independence was written.

Winnifred Story, an 89-year-
old great-grandmather, has been
attending the church since she

. was 11 vears old. She still hasa doll
handed down by a grandmother
who went to the old Union Chuarch.

“I don’t miss church unless I'm
sick,” Story said, sitting inside a
church meeting room with a group
of members. “Ii’s a big part of my
life, and these are my friends.”

"The First United Methodist

Chureh got its own building in
1862, and a newer church from

Besieged by complaints about tail grass,
Westland city workers and a landscaping con-
tractor have cut a swath through neighborhoods
once plagued by overgrowth,

“It really seems like we've gotten a handle on
this problem,” Mayor William Wild said.

Early in the grass-cutting season, the city had
received 304 complaints about grass not being
mowed, particularly around homes left vacant
from foreclosures.

To tackle the problem, Wild proposed emer-
gency measures that the Westland City Council
adopted in June, amid hopes of cleaning tp

nelghborhoods and avoiding such problem:, asa
worsening rodent population.

The plan allowed the hirifg of a landscaping
contractor to help city workers mow grass that
grows to eight inches or taller and then billing
property owners, even if it meant putting the tab

" on their tax bills;

Public Service Director Kevm Buford said the
effort is working. -

“In the last two weeks, we've nad only 17 com-
plaints,” a dramatic decrease from earlier levels,
Buford said.

In a few instances, property owners addressed
tall-grass problems themselves, he said, “because
they realize the city is serfous about this.”
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They've received th: campaign hterature and he&rﬁ
the candidates meke their pitch for votes.

Now, in Tuesday’s primary eleciion, Westland vot-
ers will narrow the field of r-a.ndida.tes for city offices
and decide which hopefuls will advance to the Nov“S

Voters will narrow the field of three mayoral candi-
dates to two. Those competing are appointed incum- -
bent Mayor William Wild, former Mayor and current
City Council President Charles Pickering and pol1t1- -
cal newcomer Daryl Novack.

Voters also will choose eight City Council can-
didates from a field of 11 hopefuls campaigning to
advance ty the general election.

Gardeners test their qreen
thumbs at Greenmead

Gardeners come for the free water, open
space and solitude.

After a summer’s worth of sweaty work,’
they leave with a bounty of homegrown veg- :
etables::

Bushels of tomatoes wait to be plucked
from their vines at Greenmead Community
Gardens. '

They're plump and green now. In a few
weeks, they'll be canned, given away or turned
into salsa by people like Richard Strzalkowski
of Redford, who has gardened at Greenmead
for five or six years.

“I make salsa out of the peppers. I can the
tomatoes. The broccoli, she eats before I get
home,” Strzalkowski said, pointing to his
daughter and helper, Mary, 18. She nodded.

Beets, onion, potatoes, eabbage, cucumber,
okra, broceoli, carrots, squash, zucchini and
corn are only a sampling of the other types of
produce produced there.

More than 150 gardeners share three acres
on the campus of Greenmead. Each gets a
24-foot by 24 -foot plot and access to a garden
hose.

After that, they plant according to taste.
One man planted bok choy. Another grows
peanuts. A woman watering her husband’s
garden was secretly pleased the green beans
! {not her favorite vegetable) were succumbing
I to the heat.

“Everything is starting to ripen,” said
Felicia Cross, with the Community Resources
Department. “They’re rewarded for their hard
work.”

The rentals are $25 for a resident or $35 for
a non-resident,

“You have to travel, but the expense is pretty
low,” said Paul Cockfield of Livonia.

He and his wife, Linda, share their garden
plot with another couple, They're retired,
but he works part time at Seven Mile and
Newburgh, so he comes after work,

“It’s been hot. You have to be out here,” he
said,

Strzalkowski said the $25 rental probably
doesn’t even cover the cost of the water each
gardener uses.

The O’Meara family of Livonia watered
their garden Tuesday night.

“We should be here every other day,” said
Carol O'Meara, accompanied by her daugh-
ter, Megan, 10, and son, Sean, 7, and Megan’s
friend, Maggie Ellis, 11.

“The ahility of displaced
workers to compete in our
changing economy - and the
resulting prosperity of our
communities - directly relates
to the training we make avail-
able for workers,” said the
Westland Democrat.

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DOT: Bridges are safe

Bob Byrnes admits in the 27 years he's been
driving trucks for various soft-drink companies,
including the last 10 for Pepsi, he's never really
thought much about the safety of the various
bridges in his travels.

But after Wednesday’s collapse of the
Interstate 35W bridge in Minneapolis, thoughts
of safety become more common, .

FAfter something like that you think about
it,” said Byrnes, who was making a delivery to
the Speedway station at Sheldon and Five Mile

Friday. “It’s more on your mind now, but usually

isn’t not something you think happens to you. It
happens somewhere else.”

The I-35W bridge in Minneapolis, which
collapsed into the Mississippi River, had been
deemed “structurally deficient,” a rating that
means all or portions of them required either -
repair or replacement.

According to Michigan Department of

“"Transportation officials, there are some 285
bridges in the metro Detroit area that have the
satne designation.

"MDOT spokesman Rob Morosi said a list was
béing compiled of bridges in western Wayne
County listed as structurally deficient, but the
list was not yet available.

He did say, however, there probably are some
in this area.

“There would almost have to be, given their
age,” Morosi said. “However, ‘structueally
deficient’ doesn’t equate to ‘unsafe.’ It’s a term
they use in the federal inspection guidelines.
{Michigan’s) bridges are safe.”

National Bridge Inspection Standards require
MDOT to inspect bridges everytwo years.
According to MDOT Director Kirk Steudie,
the Mackinac, International and Blue Water
bridges are inspected annually, exceeding fed-
eral requirements.

“We are confident we have safe bridges in
Michigan and carefully manage them to ensure
the safety of the motoring public,” Steudle told
the media Thursday. “If we had concerns about
any particular bridge, we would immediately
take appropriate action. It is important to note
that brzdge collapses such as the one that ha.p-
pened in Minneapolis are extremely rare.”

That'’s why drivers like Will Neafsey aren't
overly concerned, despite the fact Michigan is
among the 10 worst states in the nation, with
some 16 percent of its bridges deemed “structur-
ally deficient.”

“I didn’t even think about it driving to or from
work (Thursday),” said Neafsey, a Northville
resident who works in Dearborn Heights, “After
they finish the investigation, if they find some-
thing systemic, then you worry about it. Until
then, it’s an anomaly.”

“In spite of the increase, Wayne State stil
has tuition rates below average for Michigan’s
public universities, and significantly less than
either of the state’s two public research uni-
versities,” the release says.

Wayne
State is a commuter school set in the midst of
one of the country’s least attractive urban cen-
ters, a school that serves the needs of working
students who can’t afford to go to those other-
two research umversmes with the rah-rah
sports teams.

Y, fat people (I mean no dlsrespect),
does the law protect you from losing
your job, not receiving that promo-

tion or even earning less pay than your
skinny coworkers? The short answer is “no.”
Employers can legally discriminate against
you just because you're fat — that is, in every
state except for one — Michigan.

Michigan is the only state in the country
that bans discrimination in the workplace
based on weight. In 1976, the Elliott-Larsen
Civil Rights Act was enacted to prevent such
workplace bias.

{3ire has to wonder why no other state has
soltuwed Michigan’s lead. Michigan ranks
third in the country for the
highest rate of obesity. Nearly
62 percent of Michigan resi-
dents are considered over-
weight or obese according to
a 2004 Michigan Surgeon
General Health Status
Report. Detroit alone was the
fattest city in America from
2001 to 2003 as stated in
Men’s magazine.

Obesity is generally
defincd as being 30 to 40 pounds overweight.
Morbidly ubese is at least 100 pounds over-
weight.

signiftcantly this summer to help
reduce a budget deficit that continues
to jolt the district’s athletics programs
like an unblocked blitzing linebacker.
The P-CEP’s staff of two athletic
directors — which was pared down
from three when Plymouth High
School A.D, Terry Sawchuk’s position
was cut following the 2006-07 school

vear — will dwindle to one full-time
“Park-wide” athletics administrator
next summer, Ryan confirmed. The
lone A.ID. will be assisted by three part-
time athletic directors who will work

- out of each of the three schools.

The P-CEP’s two present A.D.s
~ Sue Heinzman and Tom Willette
~— will have to re-apply for the one
remaining position just like all other
prospective candidates because it is a
new position, Ryan explained.

Sawchuk, who served as the
Plymouth athletic director since the
school was opened in 2002, was named
an assistant principal at Discovery
Middle School in Canton earlier this
sumIner.

Members of the Board of Education
also voted to cut freshmen baseball and
softball beginning next spring and to
raise the “Play to Participate” fees to

$180 for the first sport (up from $150)
and $100 for the second {up from $80).
Athletes can play a third sport during
a school year for no charge. Also, stu-
dents who.qualify for the federal free
lunch program are not required to pay -
the “Play to Participate” fees.

The hike in participation fees, which
will take affect immediately, will put a
$75,000 dent in the deficit, Ryan said.

“I realize people are not going to be
pleased with these moves, and I don't
blame them, but the Board has had

‘to make $4.2 million in cuts and even

after that we're facing a $3.6 million
deficit,” said Ryan. “One man called me
after he found out that freshmen base-
ball was going to be cut and he said, ‘i
you could cut apple pie, you'd proba.bly
do that, too.’

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Cyberknife
beams radiation
- with precision

accuracy

 yberknife technology is
not only changing the
"way Dr. Geoffrey Thomas
treats patients at St. Joseph
Mercy Hospital in Ann Arbor,
but who he treats.

The neurosurgeon would
never have considered remov-
ing a tumor in the 96-year-old
man he saw two weeks ago,
but that was before the hos-
pital purchased a $4 million
Cyberknife, which isn't a knife
at all but a robotic radiosur-
gery system designed to emit
beams of radiation with preci-
sion accuracy. .

Thomas was ail smiles a
he talked about the man who
still rides his bike. Cyberknife

" uses image guidance technol-

ogy and computer controlled
robotics to treat previously
inoperable tumors.

“I might have said we can't
treat you because of risk,”

said Thomas. “We're treating .
tumors of the brain, benign
and malignant. In the past,.

I didn’t want to take out the
tumor because of the risks and

- location. Before I would watch

it grow until the benefits of
surgery might cutweigh the
risks. With brain tumors there
is more risk than-a tumor on
the back of the hand. We usu-
ally wait for something to hap-
pen. Now we can treat eatly.
I'm seeing more patients with
tumors because Cyberknife is
giving me more ways of treat-
ing patients.”

The FDA approved the
Cyberknife System for treat-
ment of tumors of the head
and base of the skull in 1999
and tumors everywhere else in
the body in 2001 because of its
effectiveness, Dr. John Adler,
professor of aeurosurgery and
radiation oncclogy at Stanford
University Medical Center,
developed Cyberknife in 1987
after completing a fellowship
with Dr, Lars Leksell, founder

-of radiosurgery.

“Effects of radiation are
affecting over time. Sixty per-
cent (of tumors) will eventu-
ally shrink. Others will not
grow,” said Thomas. “Research
has shown it does work over
time. We're able to treat a lot
of cancer in the spine with
incredibly safer treatment,
Radiosurgery has been around
for 2 while (to treat tumors in
the brain). With Cyberknife
we can treat different areas of
the body.”

EASIER TREATMENTS

Cyberknife makes treat-
ments easier for patients by
reducing the amount of visits
from five days a week for five-
to six-weeks, to one to three
sessions. It is performed.on an
outpatient basis.

Dr. Geoffrey Thomas explains how the Cyberknife Sysiem at St. Joseph Mercy Hospital is
abie to avoid critical areas such as the eyes. :

“When you ask a patient,
coming every day for five-six
weeks is a huge stressor,” said
Thomas. “They're sick and
not necessarily driving them-
selves, With Cyberknife for
some benign things they can
play golf the same day. Acute
side effects are small. Fatigue
is not nearly anywhere as bad
ag standard radiation. Some
people have headaches, One
lady we treated her three days
before her vacation and two -

days after. The goal is to keep

them active.”

Thomas explains the
technology as the robotic
arm moves around the head
of the mannequin on the
table. Surgeons, radiation
oncologists, physicists, and
Cyberknife therapists work
as a team to develop a plan to
deliver radiation from up to
200 different points. '

“We discuss the dose, 15 it
right for the patient, how long
the dose, from which direc-
tion it’s going deliver,” said
Thomas, who works on the
plan with Dr, W.M, Sahijdak,
in the radiation oncology
department at St. Joseph
Mercy Hospital. “All eross in
one point, Each beam doesn't
do much but they concentrate
the dose of radiation which ig
huge. You can miss the eyes.
That’s what the planning
does. There’s a finite number
of positions to miss critical
structures.”

Movement of the lung,
prostate, pancreas and other
organs due to breathing cre-
ates an accuracy problem
when delivering radiation. Not

so with Cyberknife because of
a tracking system that detects
movement and corrects for it
throughout treatment.

“Tt cuanpiles & model so it
knows how the lungs move
and (Cyberknife) moves with
them. If I'm off by a milli-
meter it won't let me treat,”
said Cyberknife therapist
Sylvia Davidson, who deliv-
ers the treatment. Davidson
spent time in California at
Accuracy, which manufactures
Cyberknife, learning the sys-
tem. “It delivers much larger
doses of radiation. What’s dif-
ferent is the tracking system.
It’s three-dimensional with
two different X-ray systems in
the room so I can correct for
movement. Four cameras in
the room allow us to see the
patient from all angles.

“While conventional radia-
tion lasts 20 to 30 minutes,

a patient’s on the tzble for a
Cyberknife treatment one to
2% hours, Conventional can
only give so much (radiation)
because healthy tissues are in
the way. If you're treating an
area as big as a dime, you've
got tons of healthy tissue sur-
rounding the area. If you can
shrink the margin you're deliv-
ering less radiation to healthy
tissue.”

PATIENT COMFORT

Less radiation to healthy tis-
sue can improve patient comn-
fort, says Matthew McMullen,
a medical physicist whose
job begins with software to
integrate CT scans, MRIs and
PET imaging into a plan for
the areas to be treated.

“With the machine, we don’t
need to give a margin at all
because the robot or knife
tracks to where the patient
moves. It's fundamentally
different from how we treat
patients,” said McMullen. -

Donna Ingleby-Burr was
diagnosed with endometrial
cancer in January. .

While performing a hyster-
ectomy in February, physi-
cians discovered the cancer
had spread to the Canton

. woman’s left lung.

Because she has severe
chronic emphysema, she
wasn't a candidate for stan-
dard radiation.

Ingleby-Burr turns 80 in
August.

. “I went in and they plant-
ed gold beads in my lung,
Cyberknife hones in on the
area where gold beads are,”
said Donna Ingleby-Burr,
“With regular radiation I
would have 25 to 35 treat-
ments. I had it in four. It's so -
concentrated. There’s nothing
invasive. I got up from the
table hungry. It did make me
tired but I'd been tired ever
since starting chemo in April.
“I would tell anybody go for
it. I feel great, I'm eating like
a pig. That’s important when
you're a cancer patient. You
need every ounce. This has
given me a chance at life.”
