A Garden City man with a history
of indecent exposure and inappro-
priate contact with children is facing
a'charge of being a-
sexual delinquent.

Steven Brian
Smith, 46, was

Westland Police in |
the Venoy-Cherry '
Hill area. Smith

was “found stand-
ing totally naked
and posing for traf-
fie,” Westland Police Sgt. Debra
Mathews said.

Smith was arraigned before
Westland 18th District Court Judge
C. Charles Bokos on indecent expo-
sure, a ohe-year misdemeanor, with
an enhanced charge of being a sexu-
ally delinquent person.

Indecent exposure is a one-year
misdemeanor. However, if found
guilty, Smith could face up to life in
prison under enthancement.

Smith faces the additional charge
based on indecent exposure convic-

Smith

tions dating back to 1984 and a prior
criminal sexual conduct conviction.

" Smith entered a guilty pleatoa
charge of second-degree criminal -
sexual conduct for a 1994 assault on
aboy and was sentenced to prison.
He served 12 years in prison and
was released without supervision in
2006. ‘ .

Last December, Smith was
charged with indecent exposure
after police officers reportedly saw
him masturbating by the roadway in
the Venoy-Cherry Hill area. While
out on bond in that case, police
detained Smith after he was spot-
ted hanging around two Garden
City elementary schools, which led
Westland 18th District Court Judge
Sandra Ferrence Cicirelli to revoke
his bond and sentence him to 89
days in jail.

“He’d just got out of jail in April,”
Mathews said.

Smith, who is being held in lien
of a $1 million cash bond, faces a
Thursday, June 26, preliminary
hearing. A not guilty plea has been
entered in his file.

It's a blood fend with history.

For the past two years, the
Westland firefighters have out-
pumped their police counterparts,
laying claim to the American Red -
Cross’s Golden Blood Bag Award.

This year, they're trying a new
tactic to give the police a running
chance at capturing the Battle of the
Badges award. Theyre encourag-
ing the people to tell workers at the
annual blood drive they're there to
support the police.

“Don't tell them you're for the fire
department, tell them you're for the
police department, please,” said Fire
Capt. John Adams, who showed off
the award at a Westland City Council
meeting Monday.

‘The fourth annnal Battle of the
Badges will be 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Monday, June 23, at the Bailey
Recreation Center, located in the
civic center complex on Ford Road at
Carlson. Police officers and firefight-
ers are lining up donors who will roll
up their sleeves and give blood on
their behalf.

Donors will have the opportunity
to submit a blue or red chip for police
or fire, respectively. The department
with the most chips collected will be -

the recipient of the Gold Blood Bag
Award.

“We really have a good-natured
rivalry,” said Deputy Police Chief
Gary Sikorski, “Our main goal is to
get everyone to donate so we can set
the standard for Wayne County.”

Summer is historically a time when
the chapter’s blood supply comies very :
close to running dry, so the Red Cross #
uses promotions like the Battle of the
Badges to encourage donors to make
an appointments and to attract new
ones.

“If you give a single unit of bloud

you help two-three people,” Adams
said.

the area zoned for single-fam-
ily homes, saying the develop-
ment will affect their property
values, increase traffic flow on
Joy Road and pose a threat to
children who must walk along
the shoulders to get to and -
from school.

“This is ene of the best
single-family home sites left
in the city,” Patrick Kobalarz
said. “The Nankin Mills theme
doesn't fit in with the sur-
rounding homes, it cheapens

the area. It ruins the character
of one of the city’s finest resi-
dential areas.”

“This will hurt our property
values, it will take away every-
thing we've worked for,” said
Maria Grantham, whose Gray
Street home abuts the devel-
opment on two sides. “You're
going to take away our dream.
T'm disappointed you didn’t
hear us. It’s sad you couldn’
stand up and see this should
stay R-1.”

“This is all about money, not
about the city,” her husband
Charles added. “This is going
to ruin our neighborhood.”

Shaw said he is willing to lis-
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ten to residents and based on
their comments made at last
month’s Planning Commission
meeting has made the apart-
ment building smaller and
moved it to the west to create a
25-foot strip along the edge to
serve as a buffer between the
neighborhood and the village.

“I'd like to meet with the
residents,” he said. “T under-
stand their concerns and I'm
willing to work with them. I'm
open to all suggestions and if 1
can accomplish them, I will.”

But Councilman Charles
Pickering said that after walk-
ing the property and visual-
izing what would happen, he
was convinced it “should not
and cannot be rezoned.”

“I believe that area should
be preserved for R-1 (single
family) and it should stay that
way,” he said.

Joining him in criticizing
the proposal was Council
President Pro Tem Chery!
Graunstadt, who questioned if
such a development is needed,
considering there’s a similar
facility “down the road.”

“You're not old enough to
understand what senior citi-
zens want,” Shaw said.

T'm old enough to know
what residents want,”
Graunstadt said. “I'm glad you
have a plan and care ahout
this city, but this isn’t the right

plan and this isn't the right
site.”

Council President James
Godbout pointed out that
most residential develop-
ment coming before council
is requesting a planned unit
development that allows of
mixed use because of the
“changing dynamics in the
marketplace.”

“This was a tough decision,
but you have to weigh a lot of
factors,” Godbout said. “Yes,
there’s going to be an impact
on residents, six or eight
homes on Gray Street, but this
is a significant development
in an area that could use addi-
tional development.”

The council voted 4-3 to

" approve the rezoning and

preliminary site plan with
Pickering, Graundstadt
and Councilman Robert
Stottlemeyer dissenting. The
approvals came with urging
that Shaw move the high—rise
away from the existing resi-
dential area.
“I want you to move it

as far away from the resi-
dences as possible, I want it
to be residence to residence,”
Councilman Michael Kehrer
said.

“I think it'’s doable with a lit-
tle creativity,” Godbout added.

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Children's book brings Bible teachings to life

David Kraai knew he had
to find a better way to teach
children about God than hav-
ing them memorize Bible sto-
ries. The fifth grade boys in
his Sunday School class could
already spout tales like Jonah
and the Whale by heart. After
praying about this dilemma,
Kraai realized he had to
change his perspective to make
. the subject more interesting

not only for his students but
the masses.

I Have to Save My MiniBot!
is episode one of the Solomon’s
Quest series he plans to write
and self-publish. The brightly
colored cartoon illustrations
by Tom Roy immediately
attract children of all ages. Roy
is a Lathrup Village artist who.
wrote a comic strip, The Pitts,
for the Detroit Free Press.

The pair set publishing his-
tory by printing their first
non-denominational Christian
children’s book in English,
Spanish and Braille all at the

-same time. The graphics and
text are both in Braille so
many blind children are seeing
an angel for the first time.

“You don't change the story,”
said Kraai, former children’s
pastor at Ekklesia Detroit in
Westland. “Each story, char-
acter and event were carefully

placed there by God so you
could understand your cre-
ator, savior, your enemy, and
yourself. The story of David
and Goliath is really about
you. The lead character is pat-
terned after me. Like me he’s
adopted and has a hard time
seeing himself as lovable. The
adoption process makes us fee]
unlovable. He still has issues
and is on a journey to discover
God.”

Kraai uses a giant com-
puter brain to entice Danny
Abel just as he did with his
Sunday School students at
Brightmoor Christian Church
in Novi. Every week he built
a time machine, space shuttle

or plane to keep the children’s
attention. Qubirt was an 8-
foot-tall computer which had
faces to talk to the kids, In the
book Goliath is smarter than
its creator and installs the
Bible in its memory.

“I felt it was necessary to
reach out to kids and give
them the message,” said Kraai
who's been in children’s minis-
tries for more than 30 years. “I
wanted to come at it from the
perspective of how I approach
things, if it’s not fun why
would I want to be there?”

Rev. David Boyd, formerly in
charge of children’s ministries
for Assembly of God, sug-
gested Kraai write a devotions
book to go along with I Have
to Save My Mini-Bot! so chil-
dren would spend more time
interpreting what they read.

A coloring book is also in pro-
duction for the youngest set.

“We're losing the children,”
said Kraai. “The coloring book
helps me reach the smaller
churches who probably don't
have children’s ministries.”

Kraai said he'd like to
schedule book signings at area
churches no matter what the
denomination. In the mean-
time he’s busy at work on
episode two due out this fall.
In the back of the first book
is a poster announcing “I've
Waited My Whole Life For
This.”

The books cost $19.95,
$12.95 for the devotions now
under the imprint of Earnest
Publications which is named
after Kraai’s father. A portion
of the proceeds go to Center
for the Blind of the Assemblies
of God (www.blind.ag.org)
based in Missouri. Paul
Weingartner, director of the
center, encouraged Kraai to
publish in Braille.

“There’s strife. It’s reality
based but it's not boring,” said
Kraai. “T've done a lot of focus
groups and had kids coming
back and saying ‘we couldn’t ’
stop laughing in Chapter 2.
It’s just the way we talk. You'
won't ever find a swear word
or questionable things in the
book. My whole goal is for kids
to love the story line. We need
to reach the kids when they’re
still reachable.”

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Don't factor Social Security | Educational journey needs to

into retirement equation

few weeks ago on my radio show I had
a discugsion regarding retirement plan-
& % ning. A man who was in his early 50s
wanted to retire in a couple of years. The issue
was did he have enough to enjoy a comfortable
retirement? After reviewing his current cost
of living and what it would
cost to live in retirement, he
was convinced he could retire
in a couple of years. However,
there were two issues I raised
that made him think twice.
The perks his employer had
paid for and the future of -
Social Security.
. When someone looks at what
it’s going to cost in retirement
he/she starts with what it pres-
m&ﬂmmw ently costs them to live and
uses that as a base. In most
situations, people assume there
would be fewer expenses in retirement.

COST OF WORK

The general consensus is there is a cost to
go to work. I agree. In most cases not going
to work does lower some costs, but not always
and in this case, it wasnt.

It turns out the individual who wants to
retire in a couple of years receives a variety of
perks from his employer including cell phone,
Internet connection, automobile and insur-
ance.

He didn't factor this into whether he can
retire. '

The other issue is Social Security. In this
case, the plan for retirement is predicated
on being able to receive Social Security. My
question to him is: What happens if you don't
recejve Social Security? His answer is with- -
out Social Security he can’t retire in his early
50s.

This issue is difficult to resolve and one that

should be of concern to many individuals. The
government has made certain promises to us
regarding Social Security, however, the reality -
is we have no idea what the future will bring,
Because of that, I do not factor Social Security
into the equation.

ALTER PLANS

My advice in this man’s case is to change
his plans and not retire in the next couple of
years. I have no idea what the future. of Social
Security is, however, ] am confident there
will be significant changes that will impact
benefits. Because of this great unknown and
because I want to be safe, not sorry, my advice
for most people is don’t depend upon Social
Security.

I don’t mean to frighten people, but facts
are facts. Social Security has been so misman-
aged over the decades, that as baby boomers
enter retirement, more changes will be neces-
sary. What those changes areis anyone s guess
but change is coming,

The individual who is a few years away
from collecting Social Security or who is pres-
ently collecting Social Security, should have
no worries. However, people who are at least
a decade away from receiving benefits can
expect changes. If T am wrong, all that means
is more money to live on during retirement

The bottom line is you and I are responsible
for our own r¢tirement and it is important to
plan. For those in your late 40s and early 50s
who are beginning to do some retirement plan-
ning, my advice is don't factor Social Security
into the equation or deeply discount it. -

I don't have children, but I
care about yours and the Earth
is their home.

Boiled down, the UN. report
indicates a choice: meatballs
vs. human/plant/species/planet
survival.

Seriously. Are we willing to
sacrifice your kids’ or grand-
kids’ planet for a burger?

(Going vegetarian to save our
land sounds simple. But is it?

We live in a world addicted
to animal flesh. We kill for it
{animals). We risk disease for
it {obesity, some cancers and
heart disease). We destroy rain
forests for it (forests cleared to
raise anirnals cheaply). World
starvation is partially caused
by it (most of the planet’s
grains are fed to animals, not
to people). Animals who are
killed for meat only feed a frac-
tion of the world’s population,
Amnesty International and
other human rights groups
explain.

SAY IT AGAIN-

“Livestock are one of the
most significant contribu-
tors to today’s most serious
environmental problems,”
said Henning Steinfeld, senior
UN Food and Agriculture
Organization official, “Urgent
action is required.”

The report warns that live-
stock generates 65 percent of
human-related nitrous oxide,
which has 296 times the global
warming potential (GWP) of
CcO2.

But chances are we'll still
eat meat tonight. Is it because
we're selfish? Or do we mini-

mize the true impact each of us
has on the Earth’s health?

Replacing cows with fish
isn’t the solution, because of
over-fishing problems in our
oceans. Farmed fish isn't ag
energy-efficient as veg diets.
Pigs aren’t the answer because
of the problematic waste
lagoons on those big farms.
Chickens aren't the solution
because sometimes there’s
mercury in their waste and
other issues,

And, according to the
American Journal of Clindcal
Nutrition, meat production
takes 6-18 times more land,
4~26 times more water, 6-20
times more fossil fuels and
more chemicals than vegetar-
ian diets.

Protein level concerns aren’t
an excuse to avoid vegetarian-

"ism because Americans eat

too much protein anyway,
according to the American
Heart Association. Concern for
our iron levels isn't an excuse.
Leafy greens contain iron. I'm
vegan and never need energy
drinks to keep me going. Some
of the world’s strongest athletes
are vegan like Dave Scott, a
six-time winner of the Ironman
triathlon. ‘

The solution to help seems
easy: An avocado instead of
animal protein, A portobella
instead of a steak.

Black bean tacos rather than
ameat taco. The trouble is con-
vincing your neighbor to join
you - for the sake of his or her
grandkids.

We can do it, if we care.
Americans are strong. And if
we start, other countries will
follow.

with vines, and a table set for tea. Figurines
stand throughout the yard.

Pat has gardened since she was a little girl.
“To me, it’s very therapeutic. It’s-a wonderful
way to relax. My mother was a farm girl, and
her garden was 85 percent vegetables and 15
percent flowers. Mine is 100 percent flow-
ers. The vegetables just take up way too much
space.”

Keeping the
garden full of
flowers and
plants keep
i out the weeds,
too, she says.
“There’s just so
many plants,
there’s no
room for the
weeds,” Ribar
said.

And there’s
always some-
thing in
bloom, too.

The gar-
dens were
chosen from
references and
residents who

To begin, start with your
main pattern.

This pattern will need to
use all of the colors in the
room.

It can be plaid, stripe, floral
or paisley; it really doesn’ mat-
ter, as long as it uses all of the
colors you wish to incorporate
into the design of the room.

Notice the scale of this pat-
tern. When mixing patterns
you will want to vary the scale
of each pattern. If all of the
patterns in the room are the
same size and scale, the room
will look too busy. Varying the
pattern size and scale will add
interest without being over-
whelming.

Next, bring in another pat-
tern with only two of the colors
from the main pattern. For
example, if your main pattern
was a large floral with five or
six colors, you could bring in a
stripe with only two or three of
the colors from the floral pat-
tern.

Now look for a smaller pat-
tern in textural solid. This
could be a tohe-on-tone fabric
using a dot or fleck for inter-
est, but not too busy. As you
will start to see, these patterns
will all work together, provid-
ing you vary the pattern size
and try to incorporate different
parts of your color palette in
different pieces of fabric.

Yep, wiki pages can accom-
modate not just text, but alse
documents, photos, Web links,
and other materials. Some
wikis let you add tags to your
pages so they’re easily search-
able (important once you start
amassing large numbers of
them). And you can usuaily
invite others (like family mem-
bers) to view the content and
add their own.

Lots of services will host
a free wiki for you. I've been
using Zoho (wiki.zoho.comy),
though in all honestly I don’t
love it.

Other services worth

trying include PBWiki (pbwiki.

com}, Google Sites (sites.
google.com), and WikiDot
(wikidot.com).

Question: What’s your take
on the new iPhone 3G? Should
1 take the plunge?

Answer: With prices as low
as $199, faster Internet con-
nectivity courtesy of AT&T’s
high-speed network, and built-
in GPS, what’s not to like?

Plenty, actually. Although
the hardware itself is cheaper,
plan on spending a minimum
of $70 per month (up from
$60) on data and voice plans
from AT&T. Ten bucks multi-
plied by a 24-month contract
equals $240 extra dollars the
iPhone 3G will cost you. So
much for savings.

Equally disappointing, Apple

didn’t increase the iPhone’s

available space.

Apple’s new App Store,
which will bring countless way-
cool programs and services to
the iPhone (and iPod Touch),
only exacerbates the problem:
The meore software you install,
the less room you have for
other stuff, ‘

(That said, do I want Super
Monkey Ball on my Touch? Oh,

. yes.)

Meanwhile, the buiit-in
(PS8 receiver works only with
Google Maps to pinpoint your

Jocation — it doesn't offer actu-

al navigation (yet — software
developers should fill in this
particular gap). .

Finally, the iPhone 3G inex-
plicably lacks stereo Bluetooth,
meaning you can't listen to
music through wireless head-
phones or stream it to wireless
speakers. Adding this capabil-
ity would probably cost Apple
about 35 cents, What gives?

Let me conclude by saying
that for all its faults, the iPhone
is still the coolest and most
versatile phone on the planet,
and absolutely positively worth
swhing if vou can afford it.
