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Council awaits TIFA report 
on city hall alternatives

Having allowed some time to 
digest the bad news about poor 
conditions at Westland City Hall, 
council members are expected 
to review alternatives at a study 
session. 

"(Council President) Jim God-
bout has been out of town. I 
expect we'll go over some busi­
ness items," Westland Mayor Wil­
liams Wild said. "We have to fig­
ure out where to go from here." 

The 48-year-old city hall has 
long-standing flooding issues, 

largely caused by the basement 
of the building being construct­
ed below the high water table on 
the site. 

The recent report to council by 
city engineers OHM looked at the 
current condition of the build­
ing, along with past engineering 
reviews and efforts to address 
the problems. Comprehensive 
testing to try to pinpoint the prob­
lem were estimated to have a 
$400,000 price tag. Air-quality 
testing for mold and asbestos was 
conducted. 

Council is expected to review a 
study commissioned about a year 

ago by the Tax Increment Financ­
ing Authority looking at vacant 
buildings within the TIFA district 
which might be suitable for use 
as a city hall. The TIFA district 
includes areas around Westland 
Shopping Center. 

"The finished report went to 
the TIFA board. We'll go through 
their findings. We're addressing 
issues from those reports (about 
city hall), then we'll look at what 
the TIFA report says," Wild said. 

The flooding and resulting 
problems have been a long-stand­
ing issue at city hall, with some 
remediation efforts and periodic 

investigations that resulted in no, 
permanent solution. 

"It appears we have folks on 
council who are ready to address 
it one way or the other," Wild 
said. "Central City Park (contam­
ination remediation) had been the 
biggest issue. We're getting fin­
ished with that, so we can look at 
other issues." 

Remediation at Central City 
Park, including installation of the 
geotextile membrane and about a 
foot of topsoil, has been complet­
ed with hydroseeding.

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SAFE plan won't impact Westland elections

Westland voters shouldn't 
expect to see much local impact 
from the Secure and Fair 
Elections Initiative recently 
announced by Michigan Secre­
tary of State Ruth Johnson. 

"I think elections in Michi­
gan are safe to begin with but 
any time you try to make a good 
thing better, it's a good thing," 
said Westland Glerk Eileen 
DeHart Schoof. 

Under SAFE, Johnson plans 
to target a wide range of elec­
tion-related issues including 
dead and other ineligible voters 
remaining registered, prosecut­
ing campaign finance reporting 
violators, fighting ACORN-style 
voter registration drives and 

shedding light on stealth politi­
cal efforts, for example the fake 
TeaParty. • ' » . 

"There is nothing more impor­
tant to democracy, to our repub­
lic, than the principle of one cit­
izen equals one vote," said John­
son in announcing the program. 
"Our goals under the SAFE Ini­
tiative are tougher campaign 
finance laws, cleaner voter rolls 
and safeguarding the elections 
system, from start to finish." 

Locally, Schoof said there 
hasn't been an issue with keep­
ing the city's voter registration 
cleared of deceased residents. 

"Whenever someone dies in 
Westland, we handle the death 
certificate. We go into the com­
puter and change the registra­
tion," she said. "We get (death) 
notices from Wayne County and 

the state, too, and go into the 
computer." 

When it comes to campaign 
finance enforcement — which 
Johnson describes as going 
after candidates who flagrant­
ly violate campaign finance 
reporting requirements — 
Schoof said the system is pretty 
open thanks to online filing for 
state candidates. 

"There are a lot of checks and 
balances; Wayne County sends 
you a letter, if you miss a dead­
line," Schoof said. "Next year, 
all campaign finance reports for 
local and county candidates will 
be available electronically, too." 

Another of Johnson's goals is 
to "expand photo identification 
requirements to fill loopholes." 

The current photo identifica­
tion requirements are that vot­

ers must show a government 
photo ID at the polls or sign an 
affidavit indicating they didn't 
have their identification with 
them. 

"That procedure has worked 
well. It's a safeguard but it 
doesn't prevent anyone from 
voting," said Schoof. 

Westland currently has just 
more than 61,000 registered 
voters which Schoof said is 
close to everyone who is eli­
gible to be registered. That's 
due to new checks and balanc­
es, she said, that notify the local 
clerks of a change in voter reg­
istrations when someone chang­
es the address on their driver's 
license. 

"They no longer use voter reg­
istration for jury duty, so peo­
ple who register don't have to 

serve. I'd say we have close to 
100 percent registration (of eli­
gible voters)," said Schoof. "We 
do have an abnormal number 
of apartments. Some apartment 
dwellers don't stay a long time. 
There are some people regis­
tered who don't live in Westland 
anymore (and haven't updated 
their driver's license). We get 
notified when they change their 
driver's license." 

Johnson, who reports her 
department is working with 
Michigan Attorney General Bill 
Schuette and U.S. Rep. Candice 
Miller among other, also has 
launched an Election Crimes 
Unit that includes an election 
day-response team and hotline.

an opinion about expand­
ing schools of choice. 

Challenger Dianne Lau­
ra said opening a district 
up to schools of choice to 
increase enrollment and 
funding involves so many 
variables she can't say 
whether she supports the 
idea with a simple yes or 
no answer. 

Challenger Lee Yesh 
said he supports schools 
of choice, and it is wor­
thy of the board's time to 

• review its policy and find 
out where there may be 
benefits and where there 
may be pitfalls. 

Transparency 
McDonnell said, the 

school board needs to 
improve in the area of 
transparency. Informa­
tion on the district web­
site is sometimes difficult 
to find, she said. 

Scheel said the board 
puts all the information 
required by the state and 
more on the district web­
site, publishes a regular 
community newsletter, 
sends out eblasts when 
there's a hot topic and 
said that each school also 
has its own website. 

Yesh said the infor­
mation is out there and 
there's no question the 
website is a "great asset." 
But, he said, "Are peo­
ple actually looking at the 
information?" He thinks 
the district should send 
out concise overviews, 
perhaps weekly by e-
mail, that can be a quick 
reference for people on 
what's going on. 

Laura said the district 
is using technology to dis­
seminate information to 
the public, yet "some cit­
izens complain about a 
lack of communication." 
She said improving com­
munication is something 
that the district should 
meet with citizens about. 

Consultants 
McDonnell said the dis-

trict uses too many con­
sultants, citing as an 
example the consultant 
hired to review the super­
intendent's salary. 

Scheel said the mon­
ey spend on consultants 
is necessary to ensure 
the board makes the best 
decisions possible. She 
said the money for the 
consultant who reviewed 
the superintendent's sala­
ry came out of the Board 
of Education fund and 
that architectural and 

building consultants were 
hired to do a 10-year 
facilities plan. "That's to 
help us prepare for the 
future," she said, and 
keep the district strong. 

Yesh said he does not 
know the specifics behind 
the consultants hired by 
the district, but that the 
use of consultants "tends 
to be very cost-efficient 
and very effective." 

Laura said consultants 
are necessary and in the 
long run, the research

they do saves the district 
money. 

Superintendent's 
raise 

McDonnell said she 
was the only candidate 
who spoke out publicly 
last October against the 
board's decision to give 
Superintendent Randy 
Liepa a $50,000 raise at 
a time when the district 
was cutting programs 
and services. She said 
she understood the school 
board was concerned 
about Liepa possibly leav­
ing, but the timing of the 
raise was all wrong, espe­
cially given that employ­
ee contracts still needed 
to be negotiated. 

Scheel said exterior fac­
tors, including a demand 
for several highly quali­
fied superintendent can­
didates in the area, the 
increasing challeng­
es of running a success­
ful and efficient district 
and rising compensation 
packages for superinten­
dents, drove the need for 
the raise. She said Liepa 
was getting less than oth­
er superintendents in the 
area, that he is a known 
and respected leader and 
the district saved money 
by retaining him, includ­
ing about $30,000 on the. 
cost of a search firm. 

Yesh said he wasn't 
opposed or in favor of 
the raise because he 
didn't have the informa­
tion at the time. He said 
he would have looked 
at whether the super-

intendent was meeting 
or exceeding goals and 
that increasing some­
one's compensation sim­
ply because others in sim­
ilar jobs are paid more is 
not a good use of taxpay­
er money. 

Laura said can't say 
. whether the superinten­
dent's raise was warrant­
ed because she wasn't sit­
ting on the board at the 
time and didn't have the 
ability to evaluate it, but 
the timing was poor. She 
believes once concessions 
are asked of the employ­
ees, they should be across 
the district, from the top 
down. 

Liepa recently gave 
back a portion of the 
raise. 

Strengths 
McDonnell, a contract 

bid administrator for 
PVS Chemicals who has 
a background in finance, 
said she will work to elim­
inate excessive spend­
ing and increase the dis­
trict's revenues, cre­
ate and maintain quali­
ty programs for all chil­
dren and extend an open 
invitation for dialogue 
with all people and cre­
ate a partnership with the 
community. She said as 
a mother with a daugh­
ter in high school, she has 
a vested interest in mak­
ing sure Livonia schools 
stay strong and healthy in 
these economic times. 

Scheel, executive assis­
tant to the superinten­
dent for Redford Union 
Schools whose oldest 

grandchild started kin­
dergarten in Livonia this 
fall, said she would con­
tinue to make decisions 
that will provide continu­
ous improvement in stu­
dents' test scores, includ-
ing making sure the staff 
has the tools and the pro­
fessional development 
they need to offer the 
strongest educational 
programs. 

She said she will always 
be fiscally responsible. 
"I have made the tough 
but necessary decisions 
to keep Livonia Public 
Schools a quality school 
system in a struggling 
economy when we are all 
forced to do more with 
less," she said. 

Laura, a retired teacher 
and principal for Crest-
wood school district and 
a former Livonia school 
board member, said her 
career and past school 
board experiences enable 
her to make a meaningful 
contribution to the board. 
She saidshe will work 
with other board mem­
bers to seek nontradition-
al funding sources while 
maintaining quality pro­
grams. She said the board 
must seek community 
and parent involvement 
by strengthening posi­
tive lines of communica­
tion with families, hom­
eowners and businesses. 
Two of her grandchildren 
attend Livonia schools. 

Yesh, an accounting 
advisor for Dell, said he 
has no experience in local 
politics and therefore, no 
preconceived notions. He 
said he will judge every 
decision based on wheth­
er it's good for students 
and a responsible use of 
taxpayer dollars. He has 
a 4-year-old daughter who 
may start kindergarten 
next fall.

Western Wayne synagogue 
to close doors after 53 years

Congregation Beit Kodesh, a 
community of now mostly old­
er Jewish believers who have 
made Livonia their home for 
53 years, will disband at the 
end of this month because the 
lease on their building is end­
ing and their membership is 
dwindling. 

Phyllis Lewkowicz of Livo­
nia, a founding member and 
past president of the syna­
gogue, said the 45 member 
families have been forced 
to leave and join other syna­
gogues. It has been the only 
synagogue in Livonia for all 
53 years. 

"We chose not to sign the 
lease as they presented 
it," she said. "We found we 
couldn't live up to it because 
we're getting older." 

She said the congregation 
also could not afford to pur­
chase the building, owned by 
another Jewish organization 
that she declined to identify. 

"We don't want to bring in 
the owner of the building as 
part of the story," Lewkowicz 
said, adding the real story is 
the history of the synagogue. 

The building is up for sale. 

Final services 
The synagogue's last offi­

cial day is Oct. 29. Final sab­
bath services will be held Oct. 
28-29. 

The congregation has been 
meeting in the building on 
West Seven Mile Road just 
west of Merriman for 40 
years. 

Some of the families will be 
joining Congregation B'nai 
Moshe in West Bloomf ield, 
Lewkowicz said, because it is " 
small and close-knit like Con­
gregation Beit Kodesh. How­
ever, some of the members, 
such as those in their 90s, may 
find it difficult to drive that 
far for services, she said.

The Congregation Beit Kodesh 
synagogue is for sale. The build­
ing is owned by United Jewish 
Charities of Detroit, according 
to city records. 

The congregation has blazed 
a few trails in its 53-year his­
tory. It was the first conserva­
tive congregation in the met­
ro area to elect a woman pres­
ident. 

It is the only conservative 
synagogue in western Wayne 
County, and has no paid staff. 
Volunteers and learned mem­
bers of the congregation 
lead services — mostly all in 
Hebrew on Saturday morn­

ings and more modern on Fri­
day. 

Like family 
The congregation prided 

itself on its close family atmo­
sphere and spirit of volun-
teerism. 

Jeff Kirsch of Farmington 
Hills, a longtime member and 
past president, said if the con­
gregation had more young 
families to sustain it and take 
over the leadership responsi­
bilities from the aging mem­
bers, it probably would have 
looked for another building. 
"It wouldn't make sense with­
out families to continue it," 
he said. 

Kirsch said it is sad to 
see the demise of the syna­
gogue, of which his parents 
and grandparents were a part 
of and where he had his bar 
mitzvah. "I've never gone 
elsewhere; this has been kind 
of my home," he said. 

Kirsch said the members 

treat each other like fami­
ly: "Everyone in the syna­
gogue knows everybody and 
because of that people are 
ready to step up and help out 
when they can." 

He said the synagogue also 
reached out to the community, 
raking leaves and completing 
fall home improvement proj­
ects every fall for seniors in 
Livonia, Southfield and Farm­
ington Hills through a pro­
gram run by the Jewish Com­
munity Center in Oak Park. 

Kirsch and Lewkowicz are 
hopeful about the future, how­
ever. 

Kirsch said members will 
still see each other and meet 
new friends at Congregation 
B'nai Moshe, where they will 
begin a new chapter. 

Said Lewkowicz, "There 
must be a silver lining some­
where."

Exchanges that Columbus' visit created 
On Oct. 10 of this year, we 

observed Columbus Day, cel­
ebrating Christopher Colum­
bus' arrival in the Americas. 
The arrival of the Nina, Hn-
ta and Santa Maria in the Baha­
mas launched an era of wide­
spread transfer between the "Old 
World" and the "New World," 
of plants, animals, culture, and 
even disease, referred to as the 
"Columbian Exchange." 

Many of the foods we associ­
ate with regional cuisines did 
not actually exist in that area 
before the initiation of trade 
across the Atlantic Ocean. Con­
nections between the Old World 
and the New World brought cof­
fee to Colombia, paprika to Hun­
gary and oranges to Florida. It 
brought cattle to Texas, choco­
late to Switzerland and chili pep­
pers to Thailand. While horses 
originated in the Americas, they 
had gone extinct, and were re­
introduced by Spanish explorers, 
providing new hunting methods 
for many indigenous Americans. 

Not all exchanges in the Age 
of Exploration were beneficial. 
Most notably, indigenous Ameri­
can populations were decimated 
by exposure to a variety of new 

^$J%%, diseases brought, 
by Europeans and 
Africans to which 
they had no immu­
nity, including 
influenza, cholera, 
yellow fever and 

smallpox. In addition to revolu­
tionizing regional cuisines in the 
centuries that followed, entire 
ecosystems were altered by the 
introduction of foreign plant and 
animal species.

livonia-based H.E AT.(Help Elim­
inate Auto Thefts) reminds Michigan 
consumers that the risk of buying a 
water-damaged vehicle is not limited to 
flood and hurricane-plundered areas. 

Each year, thousands of water-dam­
aged cars and trucks affected by storms 
and harsh weather like much of the East 
Coast has experienced make their way 
back onto the roads. According to www. 
carfax.com, most water-damaged vehi­
cles are moved to adjacent states or oth­
er areas of the country where they are 
sold at discounted prices to unsuspect­
ing consumers. 

"Most vehicles with severe water 
damage are sent to a scrap yard," said 
Terri Miller, director of HEAT. "But, 
some are cosmetically restored and 
placed into the auto market where 
they'll be bought by unsuspecting buy­
ers who think they're getting a great 
deal." 

According to www.About.com, water 
leaves lasting damage, ranging from 
electrical and mechanical malfunctions 
to traces of mold and mildew. In Mich­
igan, it is required by law that water 
damage is disclosed. Here are some 
signs to look for when purchasing your 
next vehicle: 

• Moisture—Look for beads of water 
trapped within the interior lights. Open 
the glove compartment, console and 
trunk and inspect them for any sign of 
dampness or dirt that's left over from 
a flood. Look under the hood for signs 
of rust. Also be sure to slide your hand 
under the seats and lift carpeting in the 
trunk to check for signs of moisture. 

• Mildew—Smell the inside of the car 
for the scent of mildew. Soaked seats 
and carpeting are difficult to dry quick­
ly, making it easy for mold and mildew . 
to grow. 

• Matching Interior Components— 
Parts of the vehicle that don't match-up 

might have been changed in a hurry. Be 
sure that the carpeting and seat covers 
match and that they don't look too new 
for the vehicle. 

• Vehicle History Report—Enter the 
vehicle's VTN number to get a history 
report on vehicle history information 
websites such as Carfax.com. Remem­
ber to use caution if the car has recently 
been titled in multiple states. Some dis­
honest owners will shuffle their vehicle 
into a state where damage disclosure 
doesn't exist. This is a clue that the own­
ers are attempting to clean up a nega­
tive notation on the title. 

• GoforaDrive—Turn the car on 
and check every electrical system pos­
sible, including the exterior and interi­
or lights, the gauges, the clock and the 
audio system and the dash lights that 
display air bag and seat belt informa­
tion. While driving, test electrical com­
ponents again to make sure they work 
correctly. 

• Visit Your Mechanic—Take the 
vehicle to a trusted technician for a 
thorough examination. Experienced 
auto technicians know what to look for. 
If the vehicle still has a new car warran­
ty, the warranty is void if your dealer 
finds evidence of flood damage—even 
if the damage is not listed on the title. 
Always get vehicles checked before 
handing over any money. 

Remember to take caution when buy­
ing a usedcar. If the deal sounds too 
good to be true, it probably is.

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Filmmaker boosted by 
local setting, talent

Michigan's tax incentives for the mov­
ie industry have been curtailed, but 
those who work in the business still find 
the Plymouth-Canton area an attractive 
place for on-location filmmaking. 

The latest local project is The House, 
an independently produced drama 
about a young couple and the criminal 
investigation that changes their lives. 

"That really is the lead character," 
said screenwriter, director and actor 
John Bosley of the film's central fig­
ures, Jack and Anne Peterson. "That's 
the dynamic of the story." 

Bosley, who plays Jack, spoke Thurs­
day during a break in shooting at the 
house of Debra Christian, just off Napi­
er Road. It's a grand brick colonial on 
five acres in Superior Township,' and 
Christian said hosting Bosley and his 
crew has been nothing but positive, and 
that she's glad to contribute to Michigan 
filmmaking. 

'If I can help somebody's dream come 
true, I'm on board," Christian said. 

Small-town setting 
The fictional Petersons live in the real 

town of Greenville, Maine, and Bos-
ley's film opens with FBI agents visit­
ing their house as they investigate the 
killing of two girls whose bodies were 
found in a neighboring state. 

Instead of a whodunit that unfolds 
from the investigators' point of view, 
The House, shows what happens to the 
couple as Jack is put under scrutiny. 

"You see more of it through the cou­
ple's eyes as things are unraveling," 
said Bosley. 

It's also about the reaction of the 
townspeople — Bosley grew up in 
Maine and said Plymouth shares many 
similarities with the small towns there 
— as they ask themselves, "How do we 
deal with one of our people being inves­
tigated?" Bosley said. 

The film also deals with the problems 
faced by veterans returning from the 
war in Afghanistan, and with the ques­
tion of where pharmaceutical compa­
nies put profits ahead of people, Bos­
ley said. 
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Writer/actor/director John Wayne Bosley in 
"The House." 

Bosley wrote The House in 2005 and 
shelved it for a few years — with the 
collapse of the economy, he said, there 
was a lack of investors. 

But co-star Erika Hoveland's screen 
test last year, for another of his proj­
ects, inspired him to pick up the script 
again. 

"I believe she's probably the best 
actress we've got in Michigan," Bosley 
said. 

Local f i lm credits 
Hoveland, who is from Alberta, Can­

ada, has been acting for more than 20 
years.

Lawmakers: 
Judge cuts 
would save 

money 
A package of bills to eliminate 45 tri­

al court judgeships was unveiled Thurs­
day in the House of Representatives by 
House Judiciary Committee Chair John 
Walsh and Vice Chair Kurt Heise. 

The bipartisan legislation is based 
on the findings of the 2011 Judicial 
Resources Recommendations report, 
compiled by the State Court Adminis­
trative Office. The report also recom­
mends reducing the number of Michi­
gan Court of Appeals judges from 28 to 
24. 

"These reforms are necessary for cre­
ating greater efficiency in our judicial 
system across the state. This is a great 
example of cutting back on unneces­
sary expenses while continuing to main­
tain a high level of service to the resi­
dents of Michigan," said Heise, R-Plym-. 
outh: "It's also an example of our effort 
to reform and restructure government 
at all levels." 

"These recommendations are a com­
mon-sense answer to take the needed 
step of downsizing of our trial court sys­
tem," said Walsh, R-Livonia. "This was a 
very well-developed study that analyzed 
not only the number of cases a judge 
handled, but how much of a judge's time 
a specific type of case needs. The study 
also took into consideration population 
loss and population shift. This rebalanc­
ing of the workload will assign the cor­
rect number of judges for each court's 
workload and environment while con­
tinuing a citizen's access to justice." 

The SCAO issues a report every two 
years. While past reports have recom­
mended reductions in the state's tri­
al and Court of Appeals benches, those 
recommendations were not imple­
mented, Walsh said. Both lawmakers 
acknowledged the great deal of work 
done by the SCAO, having met with all 
local judges in Michigan to gather the 
information. 

"We propose eliminating these seats 
through attrition," Walsh said. "When a 
judge in an affected seat leaves office 
or dies, we simply would not fill that 
seat. It is estimated that this could save 
the state nearly $8 million in taxpayer 
dollars for pay and benefits alone."

The walk-through 
attraction won ' t open this Halloween season because of 
fire hazards. 

Fire hazards 
close church 
spook house 

Fire code violations are likely to prevent Newburg 
United Methodist Church from operating its Haunted 
Annex attraction this Halloween season. 

The church was set to open the spooky venue, housed 
in a storage building, Friday, Oct. 14, as a fundraiser 
for local and global missions. But Livonia Fire Marshal 
Earl Fesler said fire hazards were discovered during 
an on-site inspection this week. 

"There are quite a few things involved," Fesler 
said. "This was really overwhelming with combusti­
ble material, including the structure itself. It can't, be 
made of combustible material. 

"We cut a piece out and went into the parking lot and 
lit it and it held fire all the way through." 

He said the display also included a vehicle, which is 
not permitted, and that emergency lights were set to 
turn on only if the power went out. Fesler said that in 
some fires, power stays on. 

"We feel terrible. If we had jusr known a few weeks 
ago; we could have helped them. They just didn't 
know." 

He said dry wall would have been a better choice for 
the walk-through display. 

Sara Nadeau, youth and young adult ministry coordi­
nator for the church, said Friday that members were 
looking into potential remedies, but that it appeared 
unlikely the structure would reopen this Halloween 
season. . 

"To construct new walls would be much too expen­
sive," she said in an e-mail. "I think that's too much to 
reconstruct within a short time. While we are disap­
pointed that this happened we're thankful that we are 
going about things correctly, striving to meet code — 
and preventing possible injury and avoiding fire haz­
ard.'" 

She said members would be on hand this weekend to 
let visitors know the attraction won't open this month.

With the many medications physicians have available, a 

patient with fibromyalgia would think that there should be some 
combination of drugs that would bring pain under control. 
Physicians can prescribe Tylenol, Motrin, Vicodin, Prednisone, 
Fentanyl, Lyrica, Neurontin, Savella or combinations of these 
medications, to relieve pain. 

The problems of using these drugs are at least threefold. 
First, flares of fibromyalgia tend to be sudden. When a flare 
occurs, it may be necessary for a person to use a combination 
of pain medications, but what combination? No two flares are 
alike, and what worked in the past may not do not, and what 
failed previously well could be appropriate for this surge in pain. 

Second, patients with fibromyalgia are sensitive to 
medications. Even small doses of Vicodin may result in the 
patient feeling in a fog because of sensitivity to the drug and at 
the same time still remain in pain because the amount of Vicodin 
taken is insufficient to stop the discomfort.

Over 
time the body will adjust to doses of pain medication ordered 
now. Going higher on pain medication eventually leads to a 
need to go even higher. 

The only way for a physician to stop that cycle is to not go 
higher, or not begin with narcotics at all. At present, the only 
alternative is exercise. It remains the best medication the 
medical community can offer for fibromyalgia.

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Hoop it up for fun and fitness

Jan Henry seamlessly., 
passed a revolving hoop 
from her waist to just 
above her head. It hov­
ered like an oversized 
halo, and then headed 
back down her body to 
its starting point. 

Henry, a Farmington 
Hills resident, stepped 
her way across the stu­
dio floor Wednesday 
night at Positive Atti­
tude Dance Academy 
in Farmington, swaying 
her hips forward and 
back to keep the hoop in 
motion. 

"You want one foot in 
front, one in back," she 
coached potential cli­
ents during her free 
introductory class to 
Hoopnotica, an exer­
cise program that mix­
es hoop skills and dance 
moves. 

"Upper body stays 
over the hips. You want 
to avoid leaning forward 
— the hoop will fall. The 
other thing, keep that 
tummy tucked in." 

As a personal train­
er, Henry also employs 
more traditional fitness 
methods, such as weight 
lifting, cardiovascu­
lar movement, walk­
ing, hiking and running. 
She added Hoopnoti­
ca to her resume a year 
after noticing a hoop on 
display in a local active 
wear shop. The staff 
moved clothing racks 
aside and allowed Hen­
ry to try spinning the 
hoop. 

"A few revolutions 
and yeah, I thought, I 
can do this. It just hit 
me. I didn't know a 
whole hooping commu­
nity existed," she said. 

She studied with a 
Hoopnotica instructor,

starting with basic hip 
and waist hooping and 
then moving on to creat­
ing hoop routines set to 
music. She received her 
certification in the pro­
gram late last year. 

Bigger hoops 
Hoopnotica developed 

out of a single class in 
2004 in Los Angeles, 
Calif. Today it offers 
the hoop and movement 
curriculum, instructor 
certification, training 
DVDs and hoops. 

The fitness hoops are 
larger and heavier than 
the child-sized Hula 
Hoop made by Wharn-
0 in the 1950s or found 
in toy stores today. 
The bigger diameter 

and larger-sized tubing 
helps to slow the hoop 
down, making it easier 
to keep off the ground. 
Tape around the tub­
ing helps create fric­
tion that keeps the hoop 
close to the body. 

The Hoopnotica Web 
site says the hooping 
workout can burn up to 
600 calories an hour. 

"This is total body, 
so it's cardiovasculai\" 
Henry said, "It's core 
because we're working 
our waist. When peo­
ple get real comfort­
able with these I put 
them down into a squat 
and into lunges. When 
you're first working 
with waist hooping, you 
do feel it in your quads 

and you feel it in your 
abs the next day." 

Learning basics 
Students in her tri­

al class concentrat­
ed on keeping the hoop 
revolving around their 
waists. 

Marlene Masterson 
of Farmington easi­
ly picked up the move­
ment and began walking 
while hooping. 

"I remembered how 
to do it. It came back to 
me," said Masterson, 
recalling Hula Hoops 
from her childhood. 
"These are actually eas­
ier to work with than 
the smaller hoops." 

Roger Miller of Can­
ton stretched his arms 
outward to help with his 
balance as he kept the 
revolving hoop off the 
floor. 

"I thought if I could 
learn to do this it would 
be helpful in dancing. I 
like to dance," he said. 
"The other thing, too, is

dances and they always 
have Hula Hoop con­
tests." 

Henry is organizing 
classes for beginners. 
She hopes to start them 
this week, but class

"You've got to
