“Some group may 
need a large facili^ , a 
group shouldn’t get spe­
cial treatment,” Haid­
ous said.

and light trucks, a 25 per­
cent hike for big trucks 
and trails to generate 
$508 million.

West- 
land resident James 
Woltkamp is register­
ing his u ^ p p iness with 
the stretch of Hunter 
between Farmington and 
Venoy where he Uves;

“Hunter Street from 
Farmington to Venoy is 
becoming impassable 
due to potholes and the 
dty does nothing.

tax on Internet purchases— 
something he said would generate 
billions of .dollars in revenues.

Both Anderson and Kosowski 
were pleased with Snyder’s pro­
posal to expand Medicaid cover­
age to over 400,000 Michigan res­
idents who are currently unin­
sured.

“There would be no cost to the 
budget for three years. The sav­
ings we see for those three years, 
we should bank the money so we 
have it when the costs do kick in,” 
said Anderson.

Snyder’s budget also calls for:
• $8.6 million to createa new

. agency within the Department of 
M ilitary and Veterans Affairs to 
focus on improving services to
700,000 veterans.

• Funding increases of about 2 
percent for K-12 schools, commu­
nity colleges, and universities.

D is a p p o in t in g
“I ’m very disappointed in, 

how much money is dedicated 
to schools. After two years and 
about 20 percent loss in revenue, 
they will now get only a bump to 
be used for retirement costs,” 
said Anderson. “You’re giving 
them money but telling them how 
they have to spend it. The elect­
ed board and lopal officials know 
better wlmt the money should be 
used for.”

The Wayne-Westland Communi­
ty Schools in particular has been 
hard with the elimination of funds 
it had received to cover millage 
disallowed with the inception of 
Proposal A.

“I  continue to be astonished that 
the governor has not proposed a

solution to the funding crisis his 
budget has created for the Wayne- 
Westland Community School Dis­
trict,” said Kosowski “The WWC- 
SD received the largest per pupil 
funding cut in the state. I  have 
two small kids — so many fam­
ilies have kids. I  thought there 
would be more appropriate fund­
ing for K-12.”

Wayne-Westland Schools Super­
intendent Greg Baracy said he 
was disappointed that the pro­
posed budget does not include a 
per pupil increase for the district. 
In  the past two years, funding to 
the district has been cut more 
than $11 m illion.

“Our hope is as the legislative 
process continues, the legisla­
ture w ill come to grips with the 
huge inequity in school funding 
that now exists across Michigan 

. and recognize that we must invest 
-in our chUdren’s education and 
our futture as Michiganders,” said 
Baracy. “Education must be the 
No. 1 priority if  we are going to 
be competitive in this global mar­
ket place.”

• A deposit of $75 million in the 
state’s Rainy Day Fund, bringing 
the total to $580 million.

Both Anderson and Kosowski 
were unhappy that local govern­
ments weren’t getting an increase 
in fundmg except for 4 percent 
more in the constitutional portion 
of state shared revenue.

“That w ill be helpful but it w ill 
not make up for all the cuts and 
there are stills strings attached 
forcing the Ibcals to consolidate,” 
said Andeirson. “That has some 
positive points, but communities 
can lose their identities and not 
deliver the services they once had 
provided.”

When the 1964 Qv- 
il Rights Act opened up 
other resorts to African-

Florist Bruce Boland 
has heard a lot of love 
stories in his carejer.

Bernard Boland liked 
Garden City because 
there was a hospital and 
a funeral home.

“It was sent FedEx 
from Denmark,” Boland 
said.

A  large arrangement 
isn’t always the way to

make a statement. Wom­
en often appreciate a sin­
gle flower when there is 
no special occasion.

“TTiey appreciate that 
thought,” Boland said.

One man had flowers 
delivered to his wife, not 
on their weddiag anni- 

. versary, but on file date 
that he met her.

“She was surprised and 
didn’t know wlmt it was 
for,” Boland said. “The 
card stated that every 
day since the day he 
met her was a wonder­
ful day.”

Once delivered, Boland 
advises people how to 
care for the flowers. He 
prefers using a sharp 
knife to trim the ends of 
flowers rather than using 
scissors in order to not

Jack Lousma studied 
engineering at the Uni­
versity of Michigan and 
did his postgraduate 
work through the U.S. 
Navy. A IVteiine fight­
er pUot, the next logical 
step was to become an 
astronaut. But the Mich­
igan native didn’t real­
ize he could apply to be 
one; he was waiting to be 
“called.”

That was until he was 
handed a newsletter that 
^ d  NASA was looking 
for Marine pilots.

“I  had the require­
ments and the chance to 
apply.” said Lousma “I  
Imew I  wouldn’t make it, 
if I  didn’t apply. Nineteen 
were selected for astro­
nauts in 1966.1\vo were 
Marines and I  was one of 
them.”

Lousma was at Willow 
Run A i^ort Thmsday to 
meet with volunteers and 
officials of the Yankee 
A ir Museum in prepara­
tion for a NASA Fly Me 
to the Moon Exhibit that 
opens Thesday, Feb. 12. 
Ih e  Ann Arbor resident 
was the guest of honor at 
the free “launch” party 
Saturday evening where 
he will spoke about his 
experiences as an astro­
naut.

While he planned to talk 
about things like his two- 
month stay on Sky Lab- 
3, which included two 
space walks, and his test ■ 
flight of the Space Shuttle 
Columbia, Lousma also 
hoped to inspire yoimg- 
sters about ttie opportuni­
ties available through sci­
ence.

before, STEM  — sci­
ence, technology, engi­
neering and mathemat­
ics — is what has taken 
us from the farly days of 
space flight to now,” he 
said. “STEM  is interest­
ing, exciting and on the 
cutting edge of what’s 
going on. AU the discov­
eries and exploration is 
why we know so much 
about things like medi­
cine. It begins with sci­
ence and discovering how 
the world works and then 
taking that knowledge 
and putting it to work ’ 
inventing things.”

He points to the space 
program an example. In 
the early days, when they 
were flying, they were 
still usihg slide rules.
The computer used to fly 
astronauts to the moon 
and back has less power 
than today’s cell phone.

“If  you can inspire kids 
with the changes that 
happen, then there’s no 
end to at’s what education

is about,” he said. “And 
then there’s no end to it.” 

Lousma’s interest in air­
planes was picked by a 
cousin, a fighter pilot who 
flew his World War I I  
fighter so low “it almost 
tore the s^ g le s  off a 
bam” in Zeel^d. As a 
kid, he built model air­
planes and theb went 
on to study aeronautical 
engineering and a car^ r 
in &e military. He was 
part of the Apollo pro­
gram. He was a member 
of the astronaut support 
crews for the ApoUo 9,10 
and 13 m d was training 
for one of the last three 
flights to the moon when 
the program was can­
celled. He moved on to 

, the next program— long 
durations in space with 
Sky Lab. He got his ride 
into space in 1973 and 
spent two months on Sky

Lab, where he did two 
spacewalks.

“It was more than 
I  imagined, it wias an 
unique experience,” 
Lousma said of the 
launch. “I  got to see the 
e^rth like I ’d never seen 
it before. I  realized how 
small we are in the realm 
of things. It reinforced 
my fai±  in creation.”

S p a c e  e x p e r im e n is
Sixty scientific exper­

iments were done while 
Lousma was aboard Sky 
Lab. The aim was to 
Bnd out the of long-term 
effects of weightless­
ness on humans. Lousma 
said it became instinctive 
to float around Sky Lab, 
but when be returned to 
earth, he found it took 
longer to acclimated to 
gravity.

“The doctors had said 
I  was OK in six days, but 
it took me three weqks

to nm two miles at the 
same speed as when I  
left,” he said. “The lon­
ger you’re in weightless­
ness, the longer it takes to 
readapt.”

It’s been 40 years since 
he was on Sky Lab and 
every year Lousma has a 
physical to monitor any 
changes related to his 
stay in space. It’s been 
found astronauts have a 
higher incidence of cata­
racts and lose 1-2 percent 
bf bone mass for every 
month'Of weightlessness. 
Those who stay in space 
four, five, six months’ 
have problems with their 
vision due to intercrani- 
al pressiu-e on the optic 
nerve, he said.
■ “I  think they’re finding 
that astronauts get back 
some of the bone m ^s, 
but it’s not as good as 
what they loss,” be said. 
“With science, they’re 
finding ways to mitigate

these problems. They’re 
looking at a one-person . 
centrifuge to put weight 
on the bones.”

Lousma admits is was 
a “big disappointment” 
not to have made it to the 
moon, but the trip to Sky 
Lab— “There werep’t 
many rides into space at 
the time, and anyone was 
a good one” — was a mem- 
omble one. He rates the 
launch and the re-entry as 
No. 1 and 2, but the thing 
he will remember most is 
bis space walks. He spent 
11 hours outside Sky Lab 
during his stay.

Now he is focused on 
sharing his love of space 
with younger children.

“I ’d like to inspire the 
kids like I  was inspired, 
that’s w ^ t wiU take us 
into the future,” he said.

are a skier, maybe it 
is your favorite. Snow 
forms in the atmosphere 
when water vapor con­
denses into droplets. As 
more water condenses, 
the raindrops grow larg­
er and larger. Because 
the. atmosphere is cold, 
the moisture freezes into 
snowflakes, which then 
fall to the ground.

Blizzards are severe 
snowstorms with high 
winds and bitterly cold 
temperatures. The 
Weather Channel has 
recently taken to nam­
ing winter storms, much 
like the National Weath­
er Service names hur­
ricanes. Many of the_ 
names for 2012-2013 
have Greek or Latin ori­
gins. They include Athe­
na, Brutus, Gandolf, Dra­
co, Plato and Jove. The 
next storms to form will 
be Nemo and Orko.

The United States has 
been hit by some fierce 
snowstorms over the 
years. One of the worst 
was the Blizzard of 1888, 
or the Great White Hur­
ricane. T h is  blizzard 
pounded &e East Coast 
and dumped 4Q-50 inches 
of snow on New Jersey, 
New York and Massachu­
setts. Another terrible 
storm. The Great Lakes 
Blizzard, hit Michigan in 
1913, bringing with it 2 
feet of snow and hurri­
cane-force winds.

Public needs to 
know

In 2012, Rich Robin­
son, executive director of 
the Michigan Cam paign 
Finance Network (MCFN), 
researched 2012 Supreme 
Court television adver­
tising and found that 
"O f the $15 million of 
docum entable spending, 
just over 25 percent can 
be attributed to identifi­
able donors; 75 percent 
cannot. " There are no 
spending recprds,for the 
many millions more that 
w ere spent on direct mail­
ings.

Now that the 2012 elec­
tion is over, it is a relief , 
not to have all those TV  
and radio ads and printed 
cam paign literature be­
sieging us. But if w e for­
get w hat happened last 
year, w e risk even more 
problems in the next elec­
tion. We. don't know who 
paid for those ads and 
mailings. Current laws 
allow  the majority of cam ­
paign donations to occur 
in secret. That's not right. 
Michigan voters need the 
facts. The rhoney behind 
cam paigns must becom e 
public knowledge.

Retired Suprem e Court 
Justice Marilyn Kelly and 
Federal Judge James

Ryan co-led the bipar­
tisan Michigan Judicial 
Selection Task Force (JSTF) 
w hich recommended 
improvements to the w ay 
that Michigan selects 
judges. One of the most 
im portant recomm enda­
tions from the task force 
w as that "all money spent 
to characterize candi­
dates for the Michigan , 
Supreme Court should be 
reported and ascribed to  
its sources, not just the 
comm ittee w hose name 
appears on the disclaimer 
of an advertisem ent."

People in Michigan 
deserve to know w ho is 
paying to influence their 
votes. Knowing w here a 
candidate gets his or her 
contributions is helpful 
for voters to m ake an 
informed decision. As 
Justice Kelly and Judge 
Ryan have pointed out; 
"M ichigan has gained a 
reputation for Supreme 
Court election cam paigns 
that are am ong .the m ost 
expensive, least transpar­
ent and m ost partisan in 
the country."

T H E  A G I N G  H A N D
Self-care begins with the hand. The ability to dress one’s self, 

feed, clothe and clean independently assumes fingers sufficiently 
dexterous to hold a spoon, place a button and wipe a towel.̂

The elderly are warned about ridding the home of throw rugs 
to avoid falls and the broken bones that follow. The aged receive 
instructions to keep small objects out of their path because old 
eyes cannot see small objects. However, no one speaks on ways 
to preserve hand function.

But first, what can happen to the aging hand?
The most common problem Is osteoarthritis. When this occurs, 

the knuckles of the fingers lose their ability to open and close or in 
medical terms, extend and flex, in their usual fashion. Usually this 
loss of function comes on'with little accompanying pain. However, 
at times an involved knuckle will swell and pain possibility for days.

Eventually the pain leaves; the stiffness never does.
Treatment consists of knowing that the pain and loss of use 

of the hand Is temporary. Using heat and acetaminophen will 
accelerate resolution, but medicine has nothing to offer to prevent 
osteoarthritis; Its presence and extent are determined by the 
patient’s genes.

Gout lb the hand or wrist can present a similar picture, but 
Is different In that the onset Is sudden and the pain is intense. 
Physicians usually have little difficulty in making a diagnosis of 
gout In the hand, though there may be a problem distinguishing 
gout from acute injury or Infection. Resolution requires receiving 
appropriate gout therapy, prevent of gout attacks In not possible; 
careful diet may be helpful but Is not sufficient

Many years ago I asked my

They will tell you

Doctor l^e same thing over'

and over until they 
Joe Gagnon knew what each

component did, 
how it functioned 

and how it failed. They learned 
by repetition just as I did some 
50 years ago. From all of that, the 
boys have learned a trade that wiU 
always keep them employed any­
where in this country 

My middle son, Mark, owns a 
repair company in Livonia and a 
few weeks ago I put on the boots 
and blue jeans and spent three 
days with him making service 
cai^ at homes which had a broken 
major appliance. I told him not to 
tell customers that I was his father

but rather just introduce me as his 
helper. That was a waste of words 
because people recognized the face 
and I ended up doing a lot of talk­
ing and really enjoyed meeting the 
customer.

One of the first things we did 
was go to the appliance wholesal-. 
er and purchase a box contain­
ing 100 screwdriver bits. In the. old 
days there was a Philips screw­
driver and straight but today there 
are many different screws used b y . 
the manufacturers and I know why. 
They simply don’t want you fixing 
your own appliances. They make 
it as difficult as possible to take 
anything apart and I’ve had many 
calls from homeowners who have 
not got a screwdriver to match 
the screw on the product. Maybe 
the engineers don’t think a P t^ p s  
screw will hold two pieces of metal 
together even though it has worked 
well for the past 75 years. Anything 
to screw up the do-it-yourselfer.

Mark and I fixed several appli­
ances in those three days and it 
really feels good when a homeown­
er smiles and says: “I’m so glad I 
don’t have to buy a new one.” I had 
a feeling of depression when we 
had to tell them Uiat repairs would 
be too expensive and they need­
ed a new one. I did feel good about 
giving them some tips on how to 
shop.

In those three days I was 
alarmed at how many things I 
noticed that put some of these 
homeowners in potential danger­
ous situations.

When Martha Saly, 
director of the National 
Wral Hepatitis Roundta­
ble (NVHR), learned she 
had hepatitis C, a virus 
that attacks the liver, she 
was in disbelief. Saly nev­
er suspected she might 
be infected with the hep­
atitis C virus, and imfor- 
tunately, cases like Saly’s 
are not uncommon.

Most of the 3.2 million 
Americans who are liv­
ing with hepatitis C, don’t 
know they are infected.

“More than a decade 
ago, I was fortunate to 
have a proactive doc­
tor who tested me for 
hepatitis C, but that 
wasn’t the norm then 
and unfortunately, hep­
atitis C is still not typi­
cally included in routine 
blood tests,” Saly said. 
The CDC’s recommen­
dations aim to address 
this silent epidemic by 
recom m eni^g people in 
this age group get test­
ed.

3. I t’s a one-time test, 
that will ease your mind

For more than 95 per­
cent of boomers, the 
simple hepatitis C-blood- 
test is followed by reas­

suring news. But for the 
people who are infected, 
the test and resulting 
treatm ent could mean 
the difference between 
life and death. “Know­
ing whether pr not you 
have hepatitis C can 
help you make impor­
tant decisions about 
your health,” Saly said.

4. Treatments are 
available

For those who find . 
out they have hepatitis 
C, medicines are avail­
able that can effective­
ly treat up to 75 per- . 
cent of infections and 
additional, promis­
ing treatm ents are cur­
rently in development. 
“Treatments for hepati­
tis C can delay or even 
reverse the effects of 
liver damage and in 
some cases can elimi­
nate the virus from the 
body.”

5. This test could save 
your life

“It saved mine,” Saly 
said. “I was very lucky 
to be tested, treated and 
cured 12 years ago. But 
for every person like 
me, there are three peo­
ple with hepatitis C out 
there who don’t know 
they have it.” These 
testing recommenda­
tions from CDC could 
help identify an esti­
mated 800,000 people 
with hepatitis C and 
save tens of thousands. 
“Baby boomers need 
to talk to their doctor 
about getting tested for 
hepatitis C,” Saly said. 
“It’s a no brainer.”

Q; After my m ost recent physical, my doctor informed 
me my blood pressure and cholesterol levels ^re too 

high for someone my age and weight. He has given me six months 
to get them  down or he wants me to start taking m edicatioh to do 
the job. I already workout three tim es a week, but I want to know 
what I can do with my diet. Please advise.
A: What you teat affects your risk  for having heart disease a(id poor 
blood circulation, which can lead to a heart attack or stroke. With 
heart disease, plaque (a fatty substance) builds up in the atteries. 
Over time, this buildup causes the arteries to narrow and harden, 
and as a result, the heart does not get all the blood it needs to work 
properly, causing chest pain or a heart attack. A stroke occiurs 
when a blood vessel bringing blood to the brain becomes blocked 
by fatty deposits lining the vessel walls.

. A heart healthy diet is really quite simple and consists of eating 
lean m eat/protein, low saturated fats and “whole foods”, fogds that 
are unprocessed and,unrefined. The following choices are ideal for 
a heart healthy lifestyle:

• F ruits and vegetables
•G rains (whole wheat, oatmeal, brown rice, barley, buckwheat, 

bulgur, millet,, (^inoa)
• Low-fat versions of milk, cheese, yogurt, and other milk products
• Fish, skinless poultry, lesui m eats, dry beans, eggs and nuts
• Polyunsaturated and monounsaturated fats (found in fidh, nuts, 

vegetable oils)

The following foods should be limited:
• Sodium
• Sugar
• Saturated fat (deli meat, ice cream , butter, lard, mayonnaise)
• Trans fat (found in processed foods such as cakes, cookies, 

m argarine, potato chips, corn chips)
