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District wants to be ‘good 

steward of resou rces’

Like a majority of Wayne 
County school district chiefs, 
Wayne-Westland Schools Super­
intendent Michele Harmala is 
ready to make the best use of 
the voter-approved Wayne RE­
SA enhancement millage reve­
nue.

“I am not just happy, but I am 
thankful of the support for the 
schools. I want to be a good 
steward of these resources,” 
Harmala said.

f in unofficial 
Nov. 8 vote totals, 
the Wayne Coun­

ty RESA mea­
sure passed 

I county wide 
365,784 to

Harmala 309,568. The
measure called 
for levying 2

mills for six years, 2016 to 2021. 
Each of Wayne County’s 33 
school districts will receive $385 
per pupil. The differing total 
amounts of funding between the 
districts occurs when the 2 mills 
is levied on each community’s 
property tax values.

That means the Wayne-West- 
land district will receive ap­

proximately $4.4 million this 
year based on current student 
enrollment. The amount each 
district will receive during the 
six years will vary on enroll­
ment, Harmala said.

Unlike some other county 
districts, such as Plymouth- 
Canton, Wayne-Westland is not a 
donor district. Donor districts 
typically pay more in property 
taxes than they receive in re­
turn funding from the state. 
Currently, Wayne-Westland 
receives $7,511 per pupil in state 
funding.

School district officials plan 
to use the revenue — based on a 
strategic plan approved in June 
— on three specific items.

The first, Harmala said, will 
be continued implementation of 
instructional programs and 
services. “We have many and 
have had to update things on a 
rotating basis due to limited 
funds,” Harmala said. This in­
cludes items such as classroom 
materials, supplies and profes­
sional development, she added.

The second item is to develop 
and provide competitive wages 
so the Wayne-Westland district 
can attract and retain staff in all 
areas — teachers, adminis­
trators, support staff and bus 
drivers.

Thirdly, according to the 
strategic plan, district officials 
want to replace the aging school

bus fleet.
“I want all of the voters, our 

parents and community mem­
bers, to know that we very much 
appreciate their support for our 
schools by passing the millage,” 
Harmala said.

The superintendent assured 
the community will be informed 
as the district progresses in 
meeting its needs.

Also like many districts, 
passage of the RESA measure in 
Wayne-Westland was due to a 
community effort that included 
meetings with a variety of civic 
groups and PTAs.

The Wayne County Lightfest official­
ly opened Nov. 17 with the Lights On 
ceremony at Merriman Hollow Park.

Kinsley S. Bingham was 
Michigan’s first Republican 
governor. He spoke against 
slavery, championed education 
and signed the legislation es­
tablishing an agricultural col­
lege that came to be known as 
Michigan State University.

But all of that was academic 
to Joshua Risner when he set 
about reproducing a portrait of 
Bingham to hang at the state 
Capitol Building.

Risner, the Capitol’s deco­
rative artist, felt an affection 
for the man based on the Lewis 
Ives portrait from more than 
150 years ago.

“I think it’s interesting how 
pleasant he looks,” Risner said. 
“He looks like a guy who would 
be easy to get along with. It 
seems like the artist was able to 
capture this guy in an abstract 
way, an essential way. There’s a 
kindness, a warmth that makes 
me think he was approach­
able.”

Marvin had another word for it: 
“Grandfatherly.”

However you describe him, 
Bingham has joined the ranks 
of leaders hanging in the Capi­

tol’s Gallery of Governors.
His likeness went up last 

week in a second-floor hallway 
of the Capitol’s west wing in 
front of the Speaker’s Library. 
The portrait will be formally 
dedicated in a ceremony at 
noon today.

The Michigan State Capitol 
Commission hopes to have all 
of Michigan’s governors repre­
sented at the Capitol someday. 
Last year, 19th-century territo­
rial governor George Bryan 
Porter joined the fold through 
donation.

Bingham is number 36; 11 
are still missing.

“He was a remarkable man,” 
Marvin said.”He was one of the 
most respected 19th-century 
governors we had. I like that he 
has a strong personal connec­
tion with (the Lansing area). He 
grew up in a farming family in 
New York, learned law, served 
as a probate judge, a district 
attorney and was involved in 
politics for decades. He be­
lieved that agriculture educa­
tion was very important. And 
he felt so strongly about the

slavery issue. That really be­
came his life’s work.”

Bingham was governor from 
1855 to 1859. During the early to 
mid-1850s, he broke with fellow 
Democrats over the issue of 
slavery and joined with mem­
bers of the FYee Soilers, Free 
Democrats and Whigs to form 
the Republican Party.

Before becoming governor, 
Bingham was speaker of the 
state House for several years 
and served in the the U.S. 
House. After his two terms as 
governor, Bingham represent­
ed Michigan in the U.S. Senate. 
He died in 1861.

The Ives portrait of Bing­
ham was on exhibit at the Mich­
igan Historical Commission. 
Risner used it as inspiration for 
a larger version. He also recre­
ated the elaborate frame using 
three different types of wood.

“The frame is what drew me 
to the piece,” Marvin said. 
“When we went over to see 
those portraits the first time, I 
thought this was clearly one of 
the most elegant. I remember 
thinking, what do we do with a

frame like this? I was both 5 
shocked and very impressed . 
when Joshua said, ‘Let me try.’ 
We're very fortunate to have 
him on our staff. He’s a very 
talented artist.”

The portraits are an impor­
tant part of the ambiance at the 
Capitol, Marvin said.

“The portraits can spark 
conversation,” she said. “They 
create an opportunity to edu­
cate people about these past 
leaders. They draw us in. They 
give us insight into who this 
person was, what their priori­
ties were as governors. What 
did they accomplish? What, 
perhaps, did they fail to ac­
complish?

“Just seeing that face on the 
wall every day encourages me 
... to discover just who that 
person was, what made them 
tick.”

As for who might be next to 
join the Gallery of Governors, 
Marvin isn’t talking specifics.

“We’ve tossed around sever­
al ideas,” she said. “We'll prob­
ably look at it again in the new 
year.”
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Weather patterns continue to baffle

Believe it or not, the Detroit 
metropolitan area this year set 
another new weather record — 
our hottest summer ever.

The National Weather Ser­
vice recently reported that for 
the summer months of June, 
July and August, Detroit had 
an average daily temperature 
of 74.9 degrees. That's the aver­
age temperature during the 24 
hours of each day and night, 
besting the previous record of 
74.8 degrees set in the summer 
of 2012.

What’s more, our August 
average daily temperature this 
year was a record 76.7 degrees, 
with that month’s highest tem­
perature only reaching 96 on 
Aug. 10. The Weather Service 
records go back to 1874.

These new records for this 
summer occurred even though 
the temperature never hit 100 
degrees. Our hottest day was 
98 on July 23. And, there were 
fewer 90-degree days this sum­
mer than in previous years.

Helping set the new record 
was a consistent pattern of 
nights with low temperatures 
in the 60s and 70s. And, it was 
humid, too.

The weather certainly ranks 
high as one of our most popular 
topics of conversation. Most of 
us like to talk about how the 
weather outside is frightful, 
about how cold it’s supposed to 
get tonight. How rainy or 
snowy it is or was or is going to 
be, about how hot it is has been 
this summer or cold this past 
winter.

We usually remember the 
nastiest rather than the nicest 
days. Whether in Michigan or 
Moscow, the weather is the 
subject of universal complaint. 
Like most people, we tend to 
think our weather is unique.

Michigan and Detroit have 
had their share of unusual and 
unpredictable weather, but 
little of the really disastrous 
kind. At least, little that we 
know of. People didn’t begin to 
keep reliable weather records 
until the mid-19th century. 
Weather-recording devices 
have been around for several 
hundred years and the mercu­
ry thermometer since 1714, 
following its invention by Dan­

iel Fahrenheit.
Remember the winter of 

2013-14? Detroit set a new rec­
ord back then for its snowiest 
winter: 94.8 inches, surpassing 
the previous record of 93.6 
inches in the winter of 1980-81.

Think we have had some hot 
summers or cold winters late­
ly? Unofficially (that is, before 
we had the National Weather 
Service), the winter of 1784-85 
in Detroit may have been 
among the coldest winters the 
city has ever known. A device 
for measuring temperature at 
that time recorded 23 days of 
below zero in January and 
February.

That winter, the Detroit 
River had frozen over by Jan. 7 
and February went out with a 
roar at minus 10 degrees. The 
ice on Lake St. Clair that winter 
didn’t melt until May. On the 
other hand, the winter of 1824- 
25 was so mild that the grass 
grew a foot in January.

Is Detroit’s record 71 inches 
of precipitation (rain and snow) 
in 1855 a myth? The modern 
day rain record (after 1874) for 
Detroit is the 48 inches that fell 
in 1880 (well above the city’s

annual average of 30 inches). 
Incidentally, the modern day 
rain record for a city in Michi­
gan is 64 inches at Adrian in 
1881.

This is far from the record 
for the wettest spot on earth — 
1,041 inches at Cherrapunji, 
India in 1860.

Unofficially, Detroit’s cold­
est night ever came three days 
before Christmas in 1872 when 
the thermometer dipped to 24 
below zero. Coldest night in 
Michigan was at Vanderbilt on 
Feb. 9,1934 when it was 51 
below. Coldest night on earth 
was 127 below at Vostok, Antar- 
tica on Aug. 24,1960.

Back in Michigan now, the 
winter of 1880-1881 may have 
been the coldest of all — 86 
days when the temperature 
stayed below freezing. Iron­
ically, the following winter was 
the warmest (in the 19th centu­
ry) when the average daily 
temperature was 37 degrees.

The city’s all-time record 
for a one-day snowfall — 24.5 
inches — came on the unlikely 
date of April 6,186 inches. 
Surprisingly, that is not far 
below the record one-day

snowfall for Michigan — 29 
inches at Ishpeming on Feb. 23, 
1972.

One of Detroit’s driest years 
was 1889 when there was just 
21 inches of precipitation. This 
was slightly eclipsed in 1963 
with a new record dry year of 
20.5 inches.

Although most of Detroit’s 
snow is political, in 1900 the 
city had the most snow on the 
ground ever officially record­
ed, 26 inches, by March 5.
Three winters later, there was 
snow on the ground from No­
vember to late March, a record 
119 days for this area.

The year 1912 brought one of 
the coldest Januaries of the 
20th century when temper­
atures averaged 13.1 degrees. 
This was not eclipsed until 1977 
when the January average was 
12.8.

Conversely, in the early 
1920s, the city got three win­
ters in a row without a below 
zero temperature reading. The 
record for warm winters, how­
ever, fell in the 1950s when 
Detroit had more than five 
years with no zero nights at all 
(December, 1951 to January, 
1958). The winter of 1931-32

was the warmest of the century 
— an average daily temper­
ature of 35.6 degrees.

Like the snow, most of the 
wind that blows in Michigan 
and Detroit is political too. 
Winds of gale force or higher 
are relatively rare, but a wind 
gust of 104 miles per hour was 
recorded in Detroit on July 22, 
1960 and there was a sustained 
wind of 95 mph on June 17,
1890. Both were from the 
northwest.

Nothing seems to bring on 
the complaints about the 
weather like an icy, windy day 
or a hot, humid one. When a 
cold spell or heat wave lingers, 
the complainers become even 
more abundant.

Detroit’s longest cold spell 
was in January, 1977 when it 
was below freezing every day 
the entire month. The longest 
period of below zero weather 
was 68 hours, from February 8 
to February 11,1899.

Through the years, the 
weather has remained an un­
predictable and uncompromis­
ing phenomenon. No wonder 
the words weather and wheth­
er sound alike. Sometimes they 
really seem the same too.

Levi and Bassie Shem- 
tov were raised in Jewish 
families, who believed a 
life well-spent was a life 
spent helping others.

They followed the 
teachings of an influen­
tial rabbi, who believed 
helping others was a 
large part of the reason 
God put them here on 
Earth.

And, like their fam­
ilies before them, the 
Shemtovs have done 
exactly that. But rather 
than sticking to helping 
those in their faith, Bas­
sie and Levi have 
reached out to people of 
all faiths -  especially 
children -  with an out­
reach effort that benefits 
youngsters with autism, 
in particular.

The couple met 
through a connection 
with Bassie’s brother, 
married in 1994 and 
moved from New York to 
Michigan. They started 
their outreach by estab­
lishing Friendship Circle 
(now one of more than 90 
around the world), a 
nonprofit that provides 
assistance and support to 
thousands of people with 
special needs and their 
families by providing 
recreational, social, edu­
cational and vocational 
programming.

It focused on the Jew­
ish community at first, 
meeting Levi’s desire to 
help those with addic­
tions. The group moved 
around for the first few 
years, finding space 
where it could in people’s 
homes and even a trailer.

“We wanted to do 
social outreach,” Bassie 
Shemtov said. “Levi 
thought it would be a 
good fit for him ... to 
reach out to the commu­
nity suffering from ad­
diction. As it grew, we 
were able to expand. 
Leaders told us there was 
a need in the special- 
needs community, so we 
reached out there, too.”

S ta r t in g  sm a ll

The outreach started 
out small, with the Shem­
tovs finding a few teen­
agers to “do a good deed” 
and taking them to the 
homes of the special- 
needs children they were 
serving. The work was 
really aimed at helping 
the children — “We want­
ed to help the children 
and give respite to the 
famUies,” Levi Shemtov 
said — but a funny thing 
happened on the way to 
the outreach.

“We found (the teens) 
were actually bonding 
with them,” Bassie said. 
“It was supposed to be a 
one-way street, teens 
helping kids, but that’s 
not how it worked out. 
They often became 
friends.”

The nomadic nature of 
the center, though, 
couldn’t keep up with the 
mission and left the 
Shemtovs wanting some­
thing more permanent. 
“We were borrowing 
space everywhere... to 
feel like a real organiza­
tion, we felt we needed a 
space,” Bassie said.

Enter the Meer Cen­
ter, opened with 23,000 
square feet in West 
Bloomfield in 2005. The 
program grew exponen­
tially — Meer Center 
houses LifeTown, a pro­
gram that brings a sense 
of independence to autis­
tic kids, with a Hunting- 
ton Bank branch, a thea­
ter, a store and other 
avenues that teach the 
kids about money, social­
ization and other aspects 
of independence.

A wide range of dis­

tricts use the LifeTown 
program to teach their 
special-needs students 
life skills. Milford High 
School special education 
teacher Jennifer Grubb 
just had a group there 
Monday and has another 
group going Nov. 30. A 
total of some 55 autistic

and cognitively impaired 
students from Huron 
Valley Schools use the 
program annually, she 
said.

Huron Valley has been 
using LifeTown for “at 
least 10 years,” Grubb 
said.

“It’s a really great 
opportunity for our kids 
to learn those life skills 
in a safe, friendly envi­
ronment,” Grubb said. 
“It’s been a very positive 
experience for our kids.”

All of the outreach, 
particularly to those with 
special needs, fits with 
the teachings of Rabbi 
Menachem Schneerson, 
who the Shemtovs call 
the most influential Jew­
ish leader of their time.

Schneerson, who they 
refer as “Rebbe,” had a 
passion, Levi Shemtov 
explained, for under­
standing, as the underly­
ing basis of the Jewish 
faith system, that each 
person “has a soul sent 
here by God with a 
unique mission.”

“Rebbe doesn't see 
people; he sees souls.... 
He dedicated his life to 
speaking to those souls,” 
Levi Shemtov said. “We 
decided to take that mes­
sage and use it to elevate 
other people.”

A tt r a c t in g  d o n o rs
Word about that kind 

of work gets around and 
Friendship Circle has 
benefited from generous 
donors who like the work 
the group is doing and 
came calling with offers 
to help.

“A lot of our donors 
were people who were 
attracted to us instead of 
us reaching out to them,” 
Levi said. “They saw the 
work we were doing and 
it spoke to them. They 
said, ‘I see what you’re 
doing and 1 want to be 
part of it.’”

That kind of work also 
gets around the profes­
sional communities. 
Muyiwa Cornish, lead 
autism spectrum dis­
order teacher at Seaholm 
High School in Birming­
ham, said teachers 
around his district have 
heard about Friendship 
Circle and LifeTown 
through “word of 
mouth.”

The Birmingham dis­
trict is using LifeTown 
for the first time this 
year.

“It’s a great education­
al opportunity” for ASD 
students, Cornish said. 
“They learn to use mon­
ey, they learn to socialize 
... it’s a great opportunity 
to give them their inde­
pendence.”

high-school age? It’s a 
question Bassie and Levi 
didn’t quite have an an­
swer to, so they created 
one: The Farber Soul 
Center, opened in April 
2016. The center houses

the Soul Cafe and centers 
where artists can draw 
and painters can paint, a 
weaving room and an art 
gallery and is a place, 
Bassie Shemtov said, 
where special-needs 
adults can create.

The Soul Cafe is a 
place where autistic 
adults can continue their 
independence. Some 40 
percent of the staff at the 
cafe are autistic.

“These are your fam­
ilies,” Levi Shemtov said. 
“If we went into it be­
cause we accepted this is 
our family, you don’t stop 
just because they turn 18. 
The reason you’re help­
ing them is because they 
need the help.”

That, too, fits in with 
Schneerson’s philosophy 
that you shouldn’t limit 
people with challenges.

“Rebbe believes if 
God gives someone a 
challenge, He also gives 
them an exceptional 
trait," Bassie Shemtov 
said. “Rebbe says when 
he sees someone with a 
challenge, he chooses to 
see them as exceptional. 
He sees something as its 
essence. The goal is to 
see deeper down and not 
just see the outside.”

Being leaders in their 
faith runs in the family. 
Bassie’s parents taught 
her to be involved and 
now Bassie is passing 
that faith down to her 
family. The Shemtovs’ 
daughter, Mushky, and 
her husband, Levi Dubov, 
run the Chabad in Bloom­
field.

L ife 's  w o rk
“My parents have 

raised us very strong in 
who we are and why 
we’re here,” Bassie said. 
“Everything we did was 
about helping people. My 
father gave us so much 
pride. He does what’s 
right. It’s being proud of 
who you are and never 
being judgmental.”

It’s been the couple’s 
life’s work and they hope 
they are fulfilling the 
destiny God gave them.

“I hope I’m doing what 
I’m supposed to be doing 
here,” Levi said. “We’re 
never sure what our 
mission is in this world. 
The harder you work, the 
more you can say, ’May­
be this is the mission — 
to help them feel they are 
special, exceptional and 
that their life is not de­
fined by their disability.”

With Schneerson’s 
encouragement that they 
"dedicate our lives to the 
purity of our soul,” Bas­
sie and Levi plan to con­
tinue the mission.

“When you know 
someone that holy and 
giving, it teaches you 
how to run your life,” 
Bassie said of Schneer­
son. “When you know 
why you’re here, it’s 
calming, it’s reassuring. 
Ever since we were little, 
we had a clear direction. 
It’s an amazing feeling to 
get up every day and be 
excited to go out and 
make this happen.”

School teacher Michele 
Anderson spent the last 
year researching the life 
of Sgt. Norman J. Stew­
art as part of the Un­
derstanding Sacrifice 
program. On Veterans 
Day, Anderson's eulogy 
for Stewart and lesson 
plan, titled Industry's 
Role in the Strategic 
Bombing Campaign, was 
published on 
ABMCeducation.org.

The 2016 Understand­
ing Sacrifice program is 
a partnership between 
National History Day, 
the American Battle 
Monuments Commission, 
and the Roy Rosenzweig 
Center for History and 
New Media. The year­
long professional devel­
opment program is cen­
tered around Fallen He­
roes of World War II who 
are buried or memori­
alized at an ABMC ceme­
tery in Southern Europe 
or North Africa.

In July 2016, Anderson 
joined 17 other educators 
as they traveled through 
southern Europe, walk­
ing in the footsteps of 
history. Using their re­
search, teachers created 
lesson plans, Fallen Hero 
profiles and eulogies now 
published at 
ABMCeducation.org.

Designed to reinvig­
orate the study of World 
War II in American 
classrooms, the lesson 
plans are multi-disciplin­
ary. Using primary and 
secondary sources, 
videos and hands-on 
activities, students are 
transported from the 
modern-day home front 
to the war front of the 
past. Anderson’s lesson 
plan is based upon a year 
of research using pri­
mary and secondary 
sources.

“Time restrictions 
often force teachers to 
generalize World War II 
events during instruc­
tion. I wanted to person­
alize World War II for 
students by providing a 
soldier’s name, face and 
plane, while helping 
students connect how the

soldier’s hometown was 
linked to his role in the 
war,” Anderson said.

Accompanying the 
lesson plan is a Fallen 
Hero profile for Sgt. 
Norman J. Stewart. “Ser­
geant Norman J. Stewart 
was a small-town boy 
doing his part in the war. 
He selflessly enlisted, 
rather than waiting to be 
drafted, and performed 
valiantly under fire, 
making the ultimate 
sacrifice for his country. 
He should forever be 
remembered as a true 
American hero,” An­
derson said. She hopes

students will walk away 
with a vivid understand­
ing of the high cost paid 
by all Americans during 
this war.

“This partnership 
with the American Battle 
Monuments Commission 
and the Roy Rosenzweig 
Center for History and 
New Media at George 
Mason University has 
allowed us to take 18 
extraordinary teachers 
to battlefields and memo­
rials of southern 
Europe,” National Histo­
ry Day Executive Direc­
tor Dr. Cathy Gorn said. 
“Their unique experi­

ences can now help 
teachers around the 
world bring history to 
life with the materials 
added to ABMCeducatio- 
n.org."

Each lesson plan is 
based on solid schol­
arship, integrated with 
Common Core Standards, 
and makes use of in­
terpretive materials 
provided by ABMC.
They are accompanied 
by research about fallen 
heroes of World War II 
who are honored at 
ABMC cemeteries in 
southern Europe and 
northern Africa.

This time of year, it is 
not uncommon for us to 
reflect on the history of 
our nation and its origi­
nal indigenous residents. 
It certainly cannot be 
doubted that America’s 
native residents have 
faced a difficult and 
unique set of challenges. 
In its mission to make 
library services avail­
able to all (see the ALA’s 
library bill of rights), the 
American Library Asso­
ciation founded the 
American Indian Li­
brary Association in 

1979. At 
the time, 
there was 
increasing 
awareness 
that li­
brary 
services 
for Native

Americans were inade­
quate, particularly on or 
near reservations. Indi­
viduals as well as the 
government began to 
organize to remedy the 
situation.

Acting as an affiliate 
of the ALA, AILA ad­
dresses the ongoing 
information needs of all 
Native American 
groups. Their primary 
goal is to improve access 
to cultural and informa­
tional sources in school, 
public, and research 
libraries on native land. 
There are also a number 
of tribal colleges that 
function as tribal librar­
ies. AILA is committed 
to circulating informa­
tion about native cul­
ture, language, and val­
ues. These tribal librar­
ies are not just limited to 
the Southwest or North­
west of the United 
States. These libraries 
exist from New Mexico 
and Oklahoma all the 
way up to North Dakota, 
Montana, and even as far 
as Alaska. They are as 
far west as Washington, 
and as far east as at least 
one or two right here in 
Michigan. However due 
to constant closings and 
re-openings, changing 
definitions of what 
makes a “tribal” library, 
and a lack of coordina­
tion between state and 
tribal libraries, their 
exact number is difficult 
to determine.

If the goal of library 
service is to improve 
access to information 
from all backgrounds, it 
certainly makes no 
sense whatsoever to 
ignore this country’s 
native population. True 
cultural enrichment can 
only be achieved when 
our cultures can grow 
together. Supporting the 
work of organizations 
like the ALA and AILA, 
as well as your own local 
library, are all excellent 
steps in the right direc­

tion.

There’s no question that 
Schoolcraft College has had a 
ferocious men’s basketball 
team the past two seasons, 
featuring an all-around game 
with plenty of outside shooters 
and big guys around the rim.

The Ocelots won Michigan 
Community College Athletic 
Association titles in back-to- 
back seasons. Last season, 
Schoolcraft went 23-12 and 
reached the elite eight of the 
NJCAA Division II tournament 
before bowing out.

Believe it or not, School­
craft head coach Abe Mash- 
hour insists the 2016-17 team is 
better than the previous two 
standout squads. Others agree; 
the Ocelots opened the season 
ranked No. 6 in the NJCAA 
Division II preseason poll.

“It should be the best one 
we’ve had in the last three 
years,” said Mashhour, whose 
current squad is 5-1. “We’re 
more talented, we’re deeper 
and just more athletic. We 
shoot the ball better than we 
have, too.”

An example of what 
MCCAA teams can expect

once conference 
play begins in 
January is what 
transpired Sat­
urday against 
Kalamazoo Val­
ley in the KVCC 

Mashhour Invitational.
Schoolcraft won, 
81-62.

“Yesterday against Kalama­
zoo, in the first half, we were 
up 50-21,” Mashhour said. “And 
that’s a pretty good team in 
their own gym. Up 30 at the 
half. When you're scoring 50 in 
a half, that tells you there’s a 
lot of possessions.

“We did that to Owens (CC), 
who is multi-talented, we did 
that to Monroe (Community 
College) in their own gym in 
New York (102-71 on Nov. 5 in 
the MCC Kickoff Classic). 
When we are focused and 
locked in, we guard really, 
really well.”

Mashhour said his team 
doesn’t have any post players 
such as the burly Anthony 
Wartley-Fritz or hard-driving 
Canton alum Davon Taylor, 
both of whom were dangerous 
in the paint at both ends of the 
floor.

But that’s not a problem, it

just means this year’s team 
will go about things a little 
differently.

“We’re more athletic up 
front, and my bigs can step out 
and shoot the three,” Mash­
hour said. “You can’t really 
guard them with big guys be­
cause they can put the ball on 
the floor and get to the rim off 
the dribble. They can shoot the 
ball, too.”

There was a lot to like about 
Northville’s performance dur­
ing last weekend’s MHSAA 
Division 1 girls swimming and 
diving state finals at Oakland 
University.

The Mustangs recorded 
their best finish since 2007 by 
taking fifth overall, while also 
earning all-state (top eight) 
honors in all three relay races 
along with seven other individ­
ual events.

Rockford came away with 
its first-ever state champi­
onship with 249 points, fol­
lowed by Farmington Hills 
Mercy (239), Saline (231.5), 
defending champion Ann Ar­
bor Skyline (221) and North­
ville (201).

“We had an amazing week­
end at the meet,” Northville 
coach Brian McNeff said. “We 
had a lot of lofty goals, both 
individually and team-wise, 
and we were able to achieve 
most of them. We wanted to be 
fourth as a team, but fell just 
short and ended up fifth. No 
one was mad, though. Just 
about everyone dropped time 
and reached their individual 
goals, so we did all that we 
could have done.”

The highlight of Saturday’s 
finals for Northville was the 
200-yard medley relay, which 
set a Division 1 meet record in 
1:43.10, touching out runner-up 
Skyline (1:43.27) for first place.

Freshman Sophia Tuinman 
(backstroke leg) teamed with 
seniors Erin Szara (breast­
stroke leg), Kelsey Macaddino 
(butterfly leg) and Laura West­
phal (freestyle leg) as the sec­
ond seed behind Skyline after 
posting a time of 1:44.91 in the 
prelims.

“Since the beginning of the 
season, we knew we were good 
enough to win,” McNeff said. 
“We were second going into 
finals and we knew it was go­
ing to be a close race. We were 
going to need a great race 
from everyone to win and we 
got it.”

Westphal, the anchor, posted 
a 22.69 split during her 50 free­
style leg.

“Laura was about a body

length behind going into the 
freestyle, but she was able to 
catch up and win,” McNeff 
said. “That really set the tone 
for the rest of the meet.”

The Mustangs’ quartet of 
Macaddino, sophomore Kate- 
lyn McCullough, senior Gillian 
Zayan and Westphal also 
placed fourth in the 200 free­
style relay (1:36.22), while 
Rockford took first in 1:34.37.

Northville’s 400 freestyle 
relay team of Macaddino, 'Ibin- 
man, Zayan and McCullough 
finished eighth (3:34.10), while 
Saline took first in 3:24.44.

Westphal was also runner- 
up in the 200 freestyle (1:49.06) 
to Saline’s Maddie Luther 
(1:48.34), while Szara was run­
ner-up in the 100 breaststroke 
(1:02.40) to Rockford’s Sydney 
McDowell (1:01.94).

Also reaching the podium 
(top eight) for Northville were 
Macaddino, fourth, 100 butter­
fly (55.78, after going 55.60 in 
the prelims); Riinman, fifth, 
100 backstroke (56.20); sev­
enth, 200 individual medley 
(2:06.73); Westphal, sixth, 500 
freestyle (5:01.42); and McCul­
lough, seventh, 100 backstroke 
(57.43).

The Mustangs also got 
points from freshman Lauren 
Heaven, who took ninth in the 
100 butterfly (57.57)

“I was so proud of how ev­
eryone performed,” McNeff 
said. “They really were pre­
pared and focused and did 
everything they needed to do. I 
was especially proud of our 
seniors. They have been such a 
big part of the success of our 
team the last four years and

they really came through this 
weekend, as well. They have so 
many accomplishments and 
awards from their time here. It 
is going to be different next 
year without them. Luckily, 
they have been great team­
mates and have trained the 
younger swimmers well on 
how to compete and what to 
expect throughout the season.”

Northville not only took 
fifth at the Division 1 state 
finals, but also won the KLAA 
Kensington Conference crown 
this fall.

“This was a great season, 
right from the start,” McNeff 
said. “We were very motivated 
all year long and all the girls 
on the team trained extremely 
hard to get to where they are. 
I’m so proud of all of them and 
for what they have done all

season. This was one of the 
best in our history.”

Meanwhile, Novi sophomore 
McKaela Hill took I5th in the
1-meter diving event (336.75 
points), which was won by 
Saline’s Camryn McPherson 
(509.50).

Other Division 1 individual 
champions included Brighton’s 
Taylor Seaman, who swept the 
50 and 100 freestyles in 22.86 
and 49.64, respectively; Sky­
line’s Emma Cleason, 200IM 
(2:00.86) and 100 butterfly 
(54.28); Skyline’s Georgia 
Mosher, 500 freestyle (4:50.98); 
and Mercy’s Katie Minnich,
100 backstroke (54.41).
